The Colosseum

The Pantheon
The Pantheon 
is a temple in 
Rome that was 
built in 126 AD. 
It is Rome’s best-
preserved building.
Be sure to look up! The dome roof is 
the biggest brick dome in the history of the 
world! And the hole, or oculus, at the top of 
the dome lets in sunlight (and rain).

Mouth of Truth
La Bocca della Verità is a marble carving 

of a manlike face. It used to 
be a drain cover but is now 
part of a church courtyard. 
Since the Middle Ages, it 

is believed that if one told 
a lie with one’s hand in the 
mouth of the sculpture, it 

would be bitten. Chomp! Be careful!

The Sistine Chapel
The Sistine Chapel is a large chapel in the 
Vatican Museums in the Vatican City in 

Italy, just outside of Rome. The ceiling has 
366 figures painted by the famous artist 

Michelangelo. It took him over 4 years to 
complete! Look for the famous part of the ceiling 

painted similar to this.
