UNIVERSITY COURSES
ADLM University Courses are 3- or 6-hour educational workshops expected to focus on the foundations of laboratory medicine, develop hands-on skills, and address topics that advance professional development. Proposals for courses must outline the planned course including didactic presentations, interactive exercises, and/or hands-on components, and description of any handout materials.

· 3-hour or 6-hour duration
· 3-hour courses typically have up to 3 speakers in total.
· 6-hour courses typically have up to 4 speakers in total.
· Proposals must be designed to be interactive, workshop-style formats.
· Space is limited. Audience size is approximately 30-50 participants.
· Held on Sunday, July 26, 2026.

The following provides an example of the details requested for a course outline. The example is for illustrative purposes only. Course outline may vary greatly depending on the number of faculty and planned interactive elements. Clearly describe any interactive elements.

(5 min) Welcome and Intro (Moderator/Speaker A)
· Agenda overview by moderator, review of table materials, and faculty introductions.

(30 min) Presentation - Topic Introduction (Speaker B)
· Didactic presentation of the background including key advances and current issues.
· This includes knowledge check audience polling and a closing audience Q&A.
· Note to submitter: Additional details of the tentative content outline are helpful.

(30 min) Presentation - Topic Implementation (Speaker C)
· Didactic presentation of how to implement knowledge and/or skills presented.
· This includes implementation examples and “spot the problem scenarios” where audience members are asked to identify the potential problem or solution with a real-world implementation plan being presentation.

(20 min) Small Group Exercise with Faculty (Speaker C to Intro; all to facilitate)
· Speaker C to introduce the exercise and describe how to work in groups at tables to develop an implementation plan for a table-specific case.

(15 min) Small Group Report Out and Discussion (Moderator/Speaker A)

(10 min) Break

(40 min) Presentation - Case-Based Scenarios with Team-Based Polling (All)
· All speakers will contribute to case-based scenarios to test audience knowledge and skills in a team-based quiz approach. This includes answer rationale and brief Q&A.

(10 min) Closing Recap (Moderator/Speaker A)
· Review of objectives and essential take home messages and action items.

(20 min) Panel Q&A (All)
