Pace of Play Policy

Players are expected to play without delay, and groups are expected to remain in
position with the group immediately in front of it. Groups who fall out of position
are subject to monitoring and timing by a Rules Official. Players are expected to
play a stroke within 40 seconds of when it is their time to play. Players who
receive multiple bad times are subject to penalty. The expected pace of play is 5
hours for 18 holes. Penalty for Breach of Rule 5.6a: First breach: Warning;
Second breach: One Penalty Stroke; Third breach: Two Penalty Strokes; Fourth
breach: Disqualification

Spectator Policy

Spectators are encouraged to attend, however will be asked to maintain an
appropriate distance (15 feet) from the participants according to the NCAA
guidelines. Carts are limited for the event. Please contact Tyler Morse, Wigwam
Golf Resort Head Professional, to make special arrangements.
