Blandningsférhallande

Till en sack med 20 kg limpulver tillsattes 5,0 li-

Blandning av lim

Limning

Product

H+H Vinterfix is a fast-hardening, specially
developed cement based glue for gluing of H+H
Block- and Elementprogram.

Field of application

H+H Vinterfix is used during periods with the pros-
pect of persistent freezing. The glue may be used at
temperatures between +10° C and -15° C. In prac-
tice however, H+H Vinterfix is used when there is
a risk of freezing. The glue also works at warmer
temperatures of up to + 10° C.

Mixing ratio

The mixing ratio is 5,0 litres of clean water to a 20
kg bag of glue powder.

A ready-to-use mixture should aim to have a tem-
perature of between +10° C and + 20° C. The tem-
perature of the glue should be kept above freezing
point, as this will extend its usable life. Please note
that H+H Vinterfix hardens faster (the glue freez-
es) at temperatures below 0° C. This means that
the usable life will be shorterWhen using frozen
glue bags at a temperature of -10° C, water can be
added at temperatures of up to + 40° C. This will
achieve a ready-to-use temperature of approx. 20°
C, which is the maximum permissible temperature
for the ready-mixed glue. When using hot water at
atemperature of 30° C, a temperature of approx.
10° C may be achieved in the ready-mixed glue.
Alternatively, the glue powder can be stored at a
temperature of 15° C for 48 hours and mixed with
hot water at a temperature of at least 8° C.
Agitating the glue

Agitate the glue powder in a clean bucket or tub.
Use winter mats to insulate the sides and bottom
of the glue bucket or a winter-insulated bucket.
The ideal method is to use a glue agitator on a drill
at a slow speed. First, pour the water in the buck-
et, and then add the glue powder. To avoid lumps
in the glue, you should allow the glue powder to
settle for a few minutes after adding prior to agi-

tation. Leave the glue to stand for 5 minutes and
agitate again

prior to use. The mixing ratio must be observed.
Glue powder that has solidified must be discarded.
Do not mix more glue than can be used up within
2 hours. The glue must then be discarded. NOTE:
Itis important that the stirring device and bucket
are cleaned between each mix, as glue residue on
the stirring device and bucket will accelerate the
hardening time of subsequent mixes.

Gluing

Surfaces to be glued must be swept and cleaned
of ice and any dust from grinding and cutting pri-
or to gluing. Salt and defrosting agents must not
be used in connection with aerated concrete. The
glue must be spread using a bucket spoon and lev-
elled using a H+H Square-notch trowel. The build-
ing blocks and elements can then be mounted until
the glue joints appear filled in.

Checking glue joints

The glue joint is filled in when a thin glue saus-
age is squeezed out of both sides of the building
blocks and elements in the entire length of the joint.
Glue properties

The glue is quick-setting. The glue temperature in
the bucket must be kept above freezing point and
preferably above 5° C, as the setting time of all ce-
ment-based products is temperature-dependent.
NOTE: H+H Vinterfix must not be mixed with other
cements or used with other additives.

Cleaning

Clean tools and hands with water, preferably hot
water.

Shelf life

At least 18 months after the packing week - under
normal storage conditions.
