DIVERSITY SCAVENGER HUNT

Overview of the assignment: For this assignment, students in small teams (2 — 3 people) engage in a
scavenger hunt for various items representative of diversity. | have my classes conduct the scavenger hunt at
Walmart, however, this activity could be done in another store, or even in multiple stores.

After conducting the hunt, | ask students to write a reflection on their experiences. Students are asked: Were
you surprised that some of the items on your scavenger hunt list were hard to find or easy to find? Why or why
not? To what extent does the lack of availability and/or selection of some of these items indicate a lack of
demand for the product? A lack of respect for diversity? Consider marginalized persons. Do you think the lack
of availability and/or selection of these items influences marginalized persons? If so, how? Their experiences
and reflections are also discussed in class.
