Arkansas - The Arkansas Division of Elementary and Secondary Education has state history course requirements that consist of at least three (3) college credit hours in Arkansas history at an accredited institution of higher education. Indiana - Indiana requires out-of-state applicants to pass a content licensure test for each content area they wish to be licensed in.
