MILITARY SCIENCE

In 1862.- congress passed the Morill Act which granted land to the states
with the intention of institutionalizing the knowledge of sgriculture,
mechanical arts. and military science. Michigan State University. then
known as Michigan Agricultural College. established the Dcpartment of
Military Science in coordination with the Morill Act during the 18B84-
1885 school year. Licutenant John A. Lockwood was appointed the first
professor of-military science and tactics.

In 1885. $5.000 was allocated: to-the construction of the Armory. which
once stood near the current-site of the Music Building and Walter Adams
Field. Contracted by Fuller and Wheeler of Lansing. the Armory was
designated as a gymnasium. lecture hall.” ballroom. and most importantly “ 3 DEPAR“‘ENT OF

a site for military drill activity such as infantry. cavalry. artillery. = - SCIENCE
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the Armory, which was demolished in 1939.
