An Admissions Hold would mean that a program is…
1. not impacting current students, and 
2. not eliminating programs. 
	Aspect
	Moratorium
	Admissions Hold

	Definition
	A formal pause on a degree program at the university level, with required governance approval. A curriculum action. 
	A temporary administrative pause on accepting applications—typically for financial or strategic reasons. Not a current curriculum action. 

	Students Impacted
	Yes—either current students are affected, or no new students can enter, and the university is planning a curricular shift. 
	No—current students remain unaffected. Strategic changes to degree requirements. 

	Governance Required?
	Yes. Full UCUE or UCGS review, memo to Faculty Senate, possible HLC notification. 
	No. Can be handled through Admissions, AACC, and editing the Catalog until curriculum is ready to submit to governance.

	Catalog Language
	Usually states the program is on moratorium and not admitting students. 
	Can simply state: "Not accepting applications for AY 2026–27"—no change in program status. 

	Form Required?
	Yes—with start/end terms, major codes, and reasons. 
	Yes for Graduate Programs. Slate Internal Request Form (IRF); not tracked in the moratorium curriculum form system. Managed via memo and catalog update. 


	Risks of Not Filing a Moratorium
	If the program is being phased out, it must be tracked via governance. If not, risk is procedural, not legal. 
	Low risk if documented properly in the catalog and shared across units (AACC, RO, Admissions, GS). 


Suggested Catalog Language:
"Applications to this program are paused for the 2026–27 academic year. Admissions will resume in Fall 2026 for the 2027-28 academic year."
Process: 
· Submit a memo from the dean to Melissa Del Rio, curriculum@aacc.edu, catalog@aacc.edu, and Stacia Moroski-Rigney
· Complete the Slate Internal Request Form
· At the end of one academic year, admissions for the program will be reopened unless the program has been put in Moratorium. An Admissions Hold can only be used for one full academic year. 
Goal:
(1) Preserve institutional memory through the Academic Programs Catalog as our public-facing record by documenting the admissions pause in the catalog and on the web, and retaining a memo internally 
(2)	And 
(a) Curricular Strategy: Allow time for curriculum development and revision without blocking access to the program
or 
(b) Fiscal Necessity: Allow for fiscal or budgetary realignment, as determined by the dean 
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
