Philosophy of conflict between arbitration and dispute 
resolution.

A study of legal issues faced by lawyers with corpo-
rate clients on an in-house basis.

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512A  European Business Law

A general study of the scope and functions of insur-
ance, the construction of insurance contracts, and 
governing regulations. 

 
515  Law and Economics 

Spring. 2 to 4 credits.  R: Open to students in 
the MSU College of Law.

An application of economical theories examining for-
mation, structure, process and the economical impact 
of law and legal institutions. 

 
516  Mergers and Acquisitions 

Spring. 2 to 4 credits.  P: LAW 500M R: Open 
to students in the MSU College of Law. SA: 
DCL 505  

An overview of issues related to business transac-
tions relating to mergers and acquisitions.  This 
course will also consider the social and economic sig-
nificance of mergers and acquisitions. 

 
517A  Mortgage Finance
