Social, political, intellectual, and artistic life of twenti-
eth-century Russia. Texts read in Russian.

420 Russian Life and Culture Before World
War |
Fall. 3(3-0) P: RUS 202
Advanced Russian language course. Social and cul-
tural developments in Russia before 1914, using pri-
mary documents and films. Themes include Russian
folk belief, life under the Tsars, the place of minorities
in the Russian empire, and gender issues in Russia.

421 Russian Life and Culture in the 20th
Century
Spring. 3(3-0) P: RUS 202
Advanced Russian language course. Social and cul-
tural developments in Russia and the Soviet Union
between 1914 and 1991, using primary documents,
television shows, and films. Themes include the rev-
olutions of 1917, the rise of Stalin, the Cold War, the
place of minorities in the Soviet Union, and the break-
up of the Soviet Union.

440 Contemporary Russian Life and Culture
(W)
Fall. 3(3-0) P: RUS 202
Advanced Russian language course. Social and cul-
tural developments in Russia since the break-up of
the Soviet Union. Significant internet component.
Themes include Russian life today, organized crime
and business, conflict in Chechnya, and Russian atti-
tudes toward the United States.

Spring. 3(3-0) P: RUS 202
Advanced Russian language course. Reading and
discussion of key works of Russian literature. Fre-
quent interpretive essays.
