English grammar, error identification, common Eng-
lish-as-second language errors, evaluation of gram-
mar textbooks, and the role of error correction in Eng-
lish-as-second language teaching. 

 
361  Second and Foreign Language Learning

Basic principles of learning a second or foreign lan-
guage. Issues in first language acquisition. Theories 
of second language learning. Aptitude, motivation, at-
titude, learning grammar, age, learning in a class-
room, myths, and facts about second language learn-
ing.

Practical experience in adult ESL teaching.  Class-
room observations, tutoring, teaching demonstra-
tions, lesson planning, and materials development.
