This list will
provide the make, color and date that each bicycle was impounded from. Once this list is
published owners have thirty days to retrieve their bicycle. Bicycles that are not retrieved
will be donated to MSU Salvage, the MSU Bike Store, or depending on the severity of
disrepair may be disposed of.
