Lo mas importante que debes saber es:
Siya tienes Medi-Cal, puedes conservar tus beneficios, sin importar tu estatus migratorio.
Si eres un adulto indocumentado, puedes mantener tu Medi-Cal si:

¢ Renuevas atiempo

e Sigues cumpliendo con los requisitos de Medi-Cal, como vivir en California
Sirenuevas atiempo, tus beneficios no cambiaran.

Si tu cobertura de Medi-Cal termina por cualquier motivo, tienes 90 dias para corregir el
problemay recuperar tu cobertura completa.

Sinorenuevas en el plazo de 90 dias, ya no podras volver a obtener Medi-Cal de cobertura
completa. Solo podrias ser elegible para Medi-Cal restringido, que cubre:

e Atencién de emergencia
e Servicios relacionados con el embarazo
e Cuidado en un asilo de ancianos

Los ninos menores de 19 anos y las personas embarazadas aun pueden recibir Medi-Cal
de cobertura completa si cumplen con los requisitos de elegibilidad.

Renovar a tiempo es la clave para mantener tu Medi-Cal.

As of January 1, 2026, there are changes happening to Medi-Cal. Most Medi-Cal members
will not see any changes.
The most important thing to know is this:
If you already have Medi-Cal, you can keep your benefits, no matter your immigration
status.
If you are an undocumented adult, here’s how to keep your Medi-Cal:
e Renewontime,
¢ And continue to meet Medi-Cal rules, like living in California.
If you renew on time, your benefits will stay the same.
If your Medi-Cal coverage ends for any reason, you still have 90 days to fix any issues and

get your full coverage back.

If you miss the 90-day window, you won’t be able to get full-scope Medi-Cal again. You
would only be eligible for restricted Medi-Cal, which covers emergency care, pregnancy-
related services, and nursing home care.

Children under age 19 and people who are pregnant can still get full-scope Medi-Cal if they
meet eligibility rules.

Renewing on time is the key to keeping your Medi-Cal.
