•	Reciting “A Nurse’s Prayer” at 
a brief ceremony during the 
visitation, funeral or graveside 
service. Announcing the last 
call to duty for the nurse, 
extinguishing the Florence 
Nightingale lamp’s flame, 
and presenting the lamp to a 
designated family member.

•	Providing commemorative 
bookmarks in remembrance of 
the honored nurse.
