Has hotel room keys

Has expensive items, such as hair
styles, manicures, cell phones,

clothes, and excess cash, with no
known source of income 

Is a chronic truant, runaway, or 
homeless youth

Inconsistencies 
in information 
and lack of ID

Lacks knowledge of a given
community or whereabouts

Appears malnourished, sleep-deprived,
or in need of medical care

Ask your peers if they
spot the same signs as
you - it’s important to
identity multiple signs 

If you’re at work, you
can call your supervisor
for help if you notice
suspicious activity
about their travel

Provide the date and 
      location of the suspected 
      incident 

Give a physical description of the people involved (name, age, hair colour, height, clothing, and more)
Note the make, model, and license plate of any vehicles involved in the incident 
Offer a summary of the situation that led to the report
