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Critical lllness Protection issued by Zurich International
Life Limited (‘the Company’, ‘Zurich’, ‘we’, ‘our’ or ‘us’) is
based on an application by the Policy Owner (‘you’ or
‘your’) named in the Policy Schedule. The application
form, the Policy Terms and Conditions, the Policy
Schedule and any endorsements issued by us shall be
deemed to be incorporated into the Policy.

Discretion

In these Policy Terms and Conditions, where we can use our discretion to
make a decision, require information or evidence, use judgement and
reserve the right or make changes, this will be done reasonably,
proportionately, fairly and in accordance with laws and regulations.

Glossary of terms used in this document

Anti-Money Laundering
Regulations

A set of procedures, laws or regulations designed to stop the process by which
criminals attempt to conceal the true origin and ownership of the proceeds of criminal
activities.

Beneficiary The person nominated by the Policy Owner to receive an amount from the Policy in
the event of a Funeral Coverage claim.

Benefit A coverage under the Policy which pays the Sum Assured upon a valid claim, as
detailed in the Policy Schedule. This includes Cancer Cover or Comprehensive
Critical lliness, Child’s Cancer Cover or Child’s Critical lliness and Funeral Coverage.

Cancer Cover The Benefit payable by us if a Life Insured is diagnosed with cancer which is covered

under the Policy and defined in Appendix A of these Policy Terms and Conditions,
whilst the Policy is in force.

Child/Children

In respect of Child’s Cancer Cover or Child’s Critical lliness, a Child or Children means
the natural or legally adopted Child or Children aged between one (1) and eighteen
(18) years of age at the time of a claim, of any Life Insured. The Child must be
financially dependent on the Life Insured at the time of the claim.

Claim Event

Any event that occurs to the relevant Life Insured that meets the appropriate Benefit
definition contained in these Policy Terms and Conditions and which triggers a claim
payment.

Comprehensive Critical
lliness

The Benefit payable by us if a Life Insured is diagnosed with any critical iliness
covered under the Policy and defined in Appendix B of these Policy Terms and
Conditions, whilst the Policy is in force and if this cover has been chosen.

Company Medical Officer

A medical doctor appointed by us as a medical adviser.

Exclusions

With reference to the Benefits covered under this Policy, these are circumstances that
will result in a claim not being paid, including exclusion clauses. Any exclusion clause
removes the Company’s commitment to pay any claim caused by the circumstances
described in the clause.

Lapse

This occurs when the expected premium remains unpaid for 90 days, or as a result of
a request from the Policy Owner to cancel the Policy before the end of the Policy
Term, or as a result of us cancelling the Policy in accordance with these Policy Terms
and Conditions. Once a Policy has Lapsed it comes to an end and all Benefits stop. In
certain circumstances and subject to these Policy Terms and Conditions, a Policy may
be reinstated after it has Lapsed.

On Risk Date

The date on which we assume the risk for the Benefits as shown in your Policy
Schedule. It is also the date on which the Qualifying Period for the Benefits covered
under your Policy begins.

Partial Payment

In the event of a valid Cancer Cover or Comprehensive Critical lliness claim for Ductal
Carcinoma in Situ of the breast (see Cancer Cover definition (jii) in Appendix A or
Critical lliness definition (xii) in Appendix B of these Policy Terms and Conditions
respectively) the amount of the claim is limited to a fixed sum, instead of the full
Cancer Cover or Comprehensive Critical lllness Sum Assured.

Policy

Your Policy is made up of these Policy Terms and Conditions together with the
application, your Policy Schedule and any subsequent endorsements to your Policy
Schedule issued by us.




Policy Commencement
Date

The date on which your Policy starts as shown on the Policy Schedule.

Policy Currency

The currency in which premiums and any Benefits are payable as shown on the Policy
Schedule.

Policy Schedule

A document that provides a summary of your Policy, including (but not limited to) your
Policy number, name of Policy Owner and Life Insured, premium amount and term,
chosen Benefits and Sum Assured.

Policy Term

The period of time during which we assume the risk for the insured events and provide
coverage for the Benefits under this Policy.

Policy Terms and
Conditions

This document, which forms part of the legal contract between you and us and
explains how your Policy works.

Premium Due Date

The date on which your regular premiums are due.

Qualifying Period

The period of time as specified in these Policy Terms and Conditions before a Benefit
claim can be made. This is a total of 90 days from the On Risk Date.

Specified Country

Payment by the Policy under some conditions identified within Comprehensive
Critical lliness ((ix) Coronary artery bypass grafts, (xvi) HIV infection and (xxiii) Major
organ transplant) are limited by the country in which the Claim Event takes place, or
the country in which the Life Insured is being treated.

The Specified Countries referred to in this instance are:

Andorra, Australia, Austria, Bahrain, Belgium, Bulgaria, Canada, Channel Islands,
Croatia, Cyprus, Czech Republic, Denmark, Finland, France, Germany, Gibraltar,
Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary, Iceland, Isle of Man, Italy, Japan, Kuwait, Latvia,
Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Malta, Monaco, Netherlands, New Zealand,
North Macedonia, Norway, Oman, Poland, Portugal, Qatar, Republic of Ireland,
Romania, San Marino, Saudi Arabia, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, Sweden,
Switzerland, Turkey, United Arab Emirates, United Kingdom, United States of America.

The Specified Countries list may change at the company’s discretion and the updated
list can be viewed on our website www.zurich.ae.

Claims for all other Comprehensive Critical lliness conditions and all other
Benefits are not explicitly limited by the country in which the Claim Event takes
place.

Sum Assured

The amount specified in the Policy Schedule that we will pay in the event of a claim for
the appropriate Benefit (unless otherwise stated in these Policy Terms and
Conditions), whilst the Policy and the appropriate Benefit is in force. We may also refer
to this as cover amount or amount insured.

Survival Period

The period of time that the Life Insured must survive from the diagnosis of critical
illness/cancer for a Benefit claim to be paid, as specified in these Policy Terms and
Conditions. This is 30 days.

Terminal lliness

An advanced or rapidly progressing incurable illness, where, in the opinion of an
attending Medical practitioner (a legally qualified and duly licensed medical physician
or surgeon acting within the scope of that licence) acceptable to us and in the opinion
of our Company Medical Officer, the Life Insured’s life expectancy is no more than

12 months.




Policy Owner

The Policy Owners can be up to two individuals
aged at least 18 years at the Policy Commencement
Date, as shown on the Policy Schedule. The Policy
Owners must also be the Lives Insured under the
Policy.

Life Insured

The lives insured can be up to two individuals aged
between 18 years and 59 years at the Policy
Commencement Date or date of any increase in the
Benefit Sum Assured.

Policy basis

The Policy may be issued on either a ‘single life’ or
‘joint life first claim’ basis.

The Policy basis determines on whose illness claim
the Policy comes to an end:

For ‘single life’, the Policy ends when the Life
Insured is diagnosed with a critical illness and the
Benefit claim is paid.

For ‘joint life first claim’, the type of cover and
Sum Assured for both lives are the same. The
Policy ends when the first of the Lives Insured is
diagnosed with a critical illness and the Benefit
claim is paid.

Other circumstances may also cause the Policy to
end, as detailed in Condition 11, When your policy
ends.

Policy Term

The Policy Term as chosen by the Policy Owner at
the start of the policy is shown in the Policy
Schedule and cannot be changed. At the end of the
Policy Term all Policy Benefits stop and the Policy
ends without value.

Policy Owner/Life Insured changes of name
or address

We will use the address shown in the application
form for all correspondence until it is notified
otherwise. The Policy Owner must inform us in
writing of any change in name or contact details and
we may require documentary evidence to
substantiate such a change.

Incorrect date of birth of the Life Insured

If the date of birth of the Life Insured stated in the
Policy Schedule is not correct due to information
provided on the application form or any other
supporting documentation, we reserve the right to
make an adjustment to the amount of any Benefit
payable or the premium charged.

Benefits

Cancer Cover

Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by
us where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more
after:

- the On Risk Date, or

+ the date of any increase to the Benefit Sum
Assured (which applies only to the amount of
increase of the Sum Assured), or

+ the date the Policy is reinstated.

Subject to Condition 10, Benefit claims, the 90-day
Qualifying Period and the 30-day Survival Period,
we will pay the appropriate Sum Assured in respect
of Cancer Cover if the relevant Life Insured is
diagnosed with an iliness as set out in the Cancer
Cover definitions in Appendix A of these Policy
Terms and Conditions.

This Benefit includes a provision for Partial Payment
limited to only one claim, which is made if the Life
Insured is diagnosed with a specific illness as set
out in the Cancer Cover definitions in Appendix A of
these Policy Terms and Conditions. Upon Partial
Payment, the Sum Assured for Cancer Cover is
reduced by the amount of claim.

The claim proceeds under this Benefit are paid to
the relevant Life Insured.

After a claim has been admitted and the Cancer
Cover Sum Assured has been paid, a Policy issued
on either single life or joint life first claim basis will
end and all other Benefits under the Policy will
cease.

The Sum Assured in respect of Cancer Cover is not
reduced as a result of a claim for Child’s Cancer
Cover.

Comprehensive Critical lliness

Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by
us where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more
after:

- the On Risk Date, or

+ the date of any increase to the Benefit Sum
Assured (which applies only to the amount of
increase of the Sum Assured), or

+ the date the Policy is reinstated

Subject to Condition 10, Benefit claims, and the
90-day Qualifying Period and the 30-day Survival
Period, we will pay the appropriate Sum Assured in
respect of Comprehensive Critical lliness if the
relevant Life Insured is diagnosed with a critical
illness, or undergoes a medical procedure as set out
in the Comprehensive Critical lliness definitions in
Appendix B of these Policy Terms and Conditions.

This Benefit includes a provision for Partial Payment
limited to only one claim, which is made if the Life
Insured is diagnosed with a specific illness as set
out in the Comprehensive Critical lliness definitions

in Appendix B of these Policy Terms and Conditions.

Upon Partial Payment, the Sum Assured for
Comprehensive Critical lliness is reduced by the
amount of claim.

The claim proceeds under this Benefit are paid to
the relevant Life Insured.

After a claim has been admitted and the
Comprehensive Critical lllness Sum Assured has
been paid, a Policy issued on either single life or
joint life first claim basis will end and all other
Benefits under the Policy will cease.

The Sum Assured in respect of Comprehensive
Critical lliness is not reduced as a result of a claim
for Child’s Critical lliness.

Child’s Cancer Cover

Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by
us where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more
after:

+ the On Risk Date, or
+ the date the Policy is reinstated.

Subject to Condition 10, Benefit claims and the
90-day Qualifying Period (as described in this
condition), we will pay the appropriate Sum Assured
in respect of Child’s Cancer Cover if the Life
Insured’s Child is diagnosed with an illness as set
out in the Child’s Cancer Cover definitions in
Appendix C of these Policy Terms and Conditions.

Claim payments for Child’s Cancer Cover are fixed
at USD 15,000 (or relevant currency equivalent as
determined by us) per claim and limited to a single
claim per Child for up to three Children covered
under the Policy.

Child’s Critical lliness

Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by
us where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more
after:

+ the On Risk Date, or
+ the date the Policy is reinstated.

Subject to Condition 10, Benefit claims and the
90-day Qualifying Period (as described in this
condition), we will pay the appropriate Sum Assured
in respect of Child’s Critical lliness if the Life
Insured’s Child is diagnosed with a critical illness,
or undergoes a medical procedure as set out in the
Child’s Critical lliness definitions in Appendix D of
these Policy Terms and Conditions.

Claim payments for Child’s Critical lliness are fixed
at USD 15,000 (or relevant currency equivalent as
determined by us) per claim and limited to a single
claim per Child for up to three Children covered
under the Policy.

Funeral Coverage

In the event of the Life Insured’s death, subject to
Condition 10, Benefit claims, we will pay an amount
of USD 5,000 (or relevant currency equivalent as
determined by us) towards immediate funeral costs.
This payment is made at our absolute discretion and
will only be made where we have received sufficient
evidence of death and we can verify the identity of
the Beneficiary.

After a claim has been admitted and the Funeral
Coverage has been paid:

a Policy issued on single life basis will end and all
other Benefits under the Policy will cease.

a Policy issued on joint life first (illness) claim
basis will continue. All Benefits covered under the
Policy will continue for the surviving Life Insured
only.

Changing the Benefit Sum Assured
It is not possible to reduce the Sum Assured for any
of the Benefits covered under the Policy.

We reserve the right to reduce the Sum Assured for
any of the Benefits covered under the Policy in
accordance with these Policy Terms and Conditions.

You can request us to increase the Sum Assured for
Cancer Cover or Comprehensive Critical lliness
covered under the Policy by contacting us directly
or through your relevant financial professional. The
increase will take effect from the next anniversary of
the Policy Commencement Date, subject to any
underwriting evidence we require and to the
maximum Benefit Sum Assured applicable at the
time.

We will assess the underwriting evidence and will
either:

accept the increase at standard rates, or
apply special terms to the increase, or
apply exclusions to the increase, or
postpone or decline the increase.

The increase in the Benefit Sum Assured will result
in an increase in the premium amount, which will be
calculated by us as set out in Condition, 9.2
Premium Calculations.

Premiums

Payment of Premiums
Your Policy starts when your first premium is received
and all other applicable requirements are met by you.

All regular premiums must be paid within 90 days of
the Premium Due Date.

The Policy Term, amount of each payment, frequency
of payment, Premium Due Date for the first and final
premium are as shown in your Policy Schedule.

The amount for premium payments will change if an
increase to the Benefit Sum Assured is requested
and accepted by the us.

All premiums must be sent to us by a payment
method acceptable to us and you must bear any
charge made by your bank or any other financial
institution for making the premium payments.

All premium payments should be in the Policy
Currency. Payment in any other freely convertible
currency will be converted by us into the Policy
Currency. All currency conversions will be subject to
the exchange rates determined by us at the time.

We reserve the right to refuse to accept premiums
or changes to premiums to avoid breaching any
Anti-Money Laundering Regulations, or other
applicable laws and regulations in the Isle of Man or
any other relevant jurisdiction.

Premium calculation

Premiums are calculated at outset, or at
reinstatement, or at the time of Benefit increase. The
premiums are based on the Sum Assured or
increase in Sum Assured, the Policy Term or
remaining Policy Term (in the case of an increase),
the age and gender of the Life Insured, whether they
smoke, the health of the Life Insured, their
occupation and any recreational activities any of
which may result in an increase to the premium
amount. Any such increase requested and accepted
by us will be as shown in any subsequent
endorsements issued by us.

Reviewable premiums

The premium will remain unchanged for 5 years from
the Policy Commencement Date unless a change in
benefit is requested. At the 5th Policy anniversary
date, the premium amount may be reviewed and
increased, and may be subject to further premium
reviews every 5 years thereafter for the remainder of
the Policy Term.

We reserve the right to increase the premium
payment amount for the Cancer Cover or
Comprehensive Critical lliness at each 5-year review
date. In the event that premium payments are not
increased, the Cancer Cover or Comprehensive
Critical lliness Sum Assured may be reduced at the
Company’s discretion.

Unpaid premiums and Lapse

In the event of unpaid premium payments after
90 days from the Premium Due Date, the Policy
will Lapse without any value and all Benefits
covered under the Policy will cease.

If we accept a claim during a period when
premiums are unpaid, we reserve the right to
deduct any unpaid premiums from the amount of
the claim.

If the Policy has Lapsed because premium
payments have remained unpaid for 90 days or
more, you may request us to reinstate the Policy
within 12 months of the Premium Due Date of the
first unpaid premium, by contacting us directly or
through your relevant financial professional.

Your request will be reviewed subject to payment
of all outstanding premiums and submission of
any applicable underwriting requirements and
other information we ask for at the time.

We will assess the underwriting requirements and
at our discretion we may either:

¢ accept the reinstatement at standard rates, or
e apply special terms to the reinstatement, or
e apply exclusions to the reinstatement, or

e postpone or decline the reinstatement.

Benefit claims

Making a Benefit claim

In the event of a claim under the Policy, the
claimant (the Policy Owner/Life Insured or
Beneficiary) should contact their relevant
financial professional or Zurich at the address
listed in Condition 33, How to contact us, within
the specified timelines given below.

All claims should be notified to us within 90 days
from the date of the Claim Event, except for
Funeral Coverage claims which should be notified
to us within 180 days from the date of death of the
Life Insured.

Failure to notify a claim in time will not invalidate
the claim if a satisfactory reason for the delay in
notification of the claim along with the
satisfactory documents to support the Claim
Event are provided to us.

The longer it takes to notify us of the Claim Event,
the more difficult it may be to sufficiently
investigate the claim circumstances and process
the claim.

When we are notified of a claim, we will let the
claimant know what information we will need to
be able to fully assess the claim. This may include
(but will not be limited to) the following:

i. A completed claim form,

ii. Information relevant to the claim from any
doctor, medical consultant or any other
relevant third party,

iii. Proof of identity and residence of the Policy
Owner, Life Insured or claimant (if different
from the Policy Owner).

iv. Proof of the age of the Life Insured and/or
claimant,

v. The Policy Schedule,

vi. Death certificate of the Life Insured (where
applicable).

We reserve the right to request for further
information and to require that any documents
are legally attested.

When a claim will not be paid

These are circumstances that will result in a claim
not being paid, including Exclusion clauses.

Any exclusion clause removes the Company’s
commitment to pay any claim caused by the
circumstances described in the clause.

Exclusions applicable to all Benefits:

In addition to any Policy specific Exclusion
clauses listed in your Policy Schedule, we will not
pay a claim if it is directly or indirectly attributable
to:

e The Life Insured knowingly or recklessly
failing to disclose or deliberately
misrepresenting any fact when applying for
the Policy, or an increase to a Benefit, or for a
reinstatement of the Policy. The nondisclosure
or misrepresentation is such that it would
cause us to:

- totally decline the Policy applied for; or

- accept the Policy applied for in whole or in
part with an additional premium payable
and/or an Exclusion clause; or

The Life Insured must disclose all matters which
he knows, or would reasonably be expected to
know, are relevant to the acceptance of the risk
by us.

¢ The Life Insured’s active involvement in:

— terrorism or conspiracy to commit terrorism
which includes any activity that jeopardises
the continuance of human life or causes
damage to property;

- war or warlike operations (whether war is
declared or not),

or the usurping of government power,

- an act committed by a foreign enemy,

Exclusions applicable to Cancer Cover or
Comprehensive Critical lliness

We will not pay a Cancer Cover or Comprehensive
Critical lliness claim if:

- Itis the result of a medical condition/medical
procedure/iliness suffered that does not
exactly meet any of the definitions set out in
Appendix A - Cancer Cover or Appendix B -
Comprehensive Critical lliness.

— the death of the claimant occurred before the
completion of the Survival Period.

Other circumstances in which a claim will not be
paid
We will not pay a Benefit claim if:

— the Policy Owner fails to make all premium
payments that were due, or

— the claim event occurred before the On Risk
Date, or

— the claim event occurred before the
completion of Qualifying Period, or

- the claim event occurs before the end of the
Qualifying Period for the Benefit increase (this
applies only to the amount of increase of the
Sum Assured), or

- the claim event occurred after the Policy
Lapsed and before the Policy was reinstated.

We will not pay a claim for any medical condition
which originated prior to the completion of the
90-day Qualifying Period from:

— the On Risk Date stated in the Policy
Schedule,

- the date of any Policy reinstatement, or

- the date of increase of the Critical lliness
Benefit or Cancer Cover (this applies only to
the amount of increase of the Sum Assured).

When your Policy ends

Your Policy will end and no further Benefits will
be payable, except as expressly provided in these
Policy Terms and Conditions, on the earliest of
the following events:

i) atthe end of the Policy Term;

ii) payment of Cancer Cover or Comprehensive
Critical lliness claim except for the Partial
Payment of Coronary Artery Bypass Graft or
Ductal Carcinoma in Situ of the breast;

ili) payment of Funeral Coverage Benefit upon
death of the Life Insured occurring prior to any
illness claim on a single life Policy.

iv) the Policy Owner fails to pay their next
premium and the Policy Lapses;

v) the Policy Owner requests in writing for us to
Lapse the Policy;

vi) we terminate the Policy in compliance with
these Policy Terms and Conditions.

Beneficiary nomination

You may nominate a Beneficiary to receive the
Funeral Coverage amount paid on the death of the
Life Insured. This nomination can be revoked at a
future date and you may also nominate a
replacement Beneficiary at any time prior to the
death of the Life Insured.

For a joint life policy, if no beneficiary is nominated
or there is no surviving beneficiary, then the
surviving policy owner will be deemed the
beneficiary.

The nomination of a Beneficiary shall not affect the
rights and obligations of you or us, in respect of the
Policy or these Policy Terms and Conditions.

Any payment to a Beneficiary is subject to our
consent.

Right to cancel

You have the right to cancel your Policy and
obtain a refund of any premiums paid by giving a
written notice to us using the address in
Condition 33, How to contact us.

The cancellation will be processed as stated
below:

The notice to cancel the Policy must be signed by
all Policy Owners and returned to us within 30
days from the day you received your Policy
documents.

Where applicants are at separate addresses the
cancellation notice will only be issued to the
address of the first applicant.

You can cancel your Policy before you receive
your Policy documents by contacting us or your
financial professional.

Anti-Money Laundering Regulations

You must supply us with any such information or
documents that we request in order to comply with
the Anti-Money Laundering Regulations in Bahrain,
the Isle of Man or any other relevant jurisdiction.

The Policy will only commence or pay the proceeds
of a claim when you or your representative(s) have
provided all the information required by us that
complies with the regulations. Failure to provide
such information will delay or prohibit the allocation
of premiums or the payment of claims.

Fraud

In the event of fraud by any person who is a party to
the Policy, we reserve the right to declare the Policy
null and void and refuse to return the premiums paid
to date.

Notices to us

We will not act on any instruction in respect of the
Policy unless it is received by us in writing or other
acceptable form of communication from you.

Force Majeure

No liability shall arise if we are prevented from
fulfilling our obligations under the Policy by reason
of any circumstances beyond our reasonable
control which could be construed as a force
majeure event under applicable laws including
without limitation, an act of God, war, national
emergency, fire, flood, earthquake, strike or industrial
action or other events of a similar or different kind,
the “force majeure event’.

On the occurrence of a force majeure event, we
shall be excused for a period equal to the delay
resulting from the force majeure event and such
additional period as may be reasonably necessary
to allow us to resume our performance.

Context

Throughout the Policy where the context allows,

words in the singular shall include the plural, the

masculine gender shall include the feminine, and
vice versa.

General right to make changes

The contract of insurance between you and us is
based on the laws and regulations that applied at
the time we entered into it. If any relevant law or
regulation changes (particularly because your tax
residency or the country you live in has changed),
and as a result we cannot continue to provide the
Policy without there being a substantial negative
effect on us, we are entitled to:

e change these Policy Terms and Conditions as
we consider necessary to meet the changed
law or regulation, without your permission; or

e immediately end your Policy.

We will give you advance notice, whenever it is
reasonably possible to do so, about the changes
in these Policy Terms and Conditions. If we need
to end your Policy in accordance with these
Policy Terms and Conditions, we will send you a
‘termination notice’ and the contract will end in
line with that termination notice.

Changes to these Policy Terms and
Conditions

To the extent that any change is proportionate and
reasonably required, we may alter these Policy
Terms and Conditions to take into account a
decision by a court, governmental body,
ombudsman, regulator, industry body or other
similar body or to take account of changes to law,
taxation, official guidance, or applicable codes of
practice.

We will give notice to you of any changes to these
Policy Terms and Conditions three months before
the change takes place where it is possible to do so.
Where this is not possible, we will give notice to you
as soon as we reasonably can.

Law and interpretation

The Policy is governed by, and shall be construed in
accordance with, the laws of Bahrain and we will
submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of any
competent legal authority in Bahrain in respect of
any litigation arising out of the Policy.

Should you or the Life Insured move to
another country during the term of the Policy, it may
no longer be suitable.

Compliance with Laws and Regulations

written notice prior to such change but no later
than within 30 days of such change.

Please note that should you move to another
country you may no longer be eligible to make
payments into your Policy. The local laws and
regulations of the jurisdiction to which you may
move may affect our ability to continue to service
your Policy in accordance with the Policy Terms
and Conditions. Therefore, we reserve all rights to
take any steps that we deem appropriate,
including the right to cancel your Policy with
immediate effect.

Changing tax residency

If your tax residency changes, you must give us
written notice, before the change if reasonably
possible, and no later than within the 30 days after
the change.

Assured will only be payable after the transplant has
been completed.

For the above definition, the following are not
covered:

e Other than the above stem cell transplants are
excluded.

e Transplant of parts of organs, tissues or cells
or any other organs.

Motor neurone disease - resulting in permanent
symptoms

A definite diagnosis of motor neurone disease by a
consultant neurologist. There must be permanent
clinical impairment of motor function and definitive
evidence of appropriate and relevant clinical
examination findings (e.g. Electromyography,
Electroneurography, Nerve Conduction Velocity).

Multiple sclerosis — with persisting symptoms

A definite diagnosis of multiple sclerosis by a
consultant neurologist. There must be current
clinical impairment of motor or sensory function,
which must have persisted for a continuous period
of at least six months.

Open heart surgery — with surgery to divide the
breastbone

The undergoing of surgery requiring median
sternotomy (surgery to divide the breastbone) on the
advice of a consultant cardiologist, to correct a
structural abnormality of the heart.

For the above definition, the following is not
covered:

e Congenital structural heart defects.

xxvii) Paralysis of limbs - total, permanent and

irreversible

Total, permanent and irreversible loss of muscle
function to the whole of any two limbs as a result of
physical injury or disease.

For the above definition, the following is not
covered:

¢ loss of function arising from a psychiatric or
psychological disorder.



xxviii) Parkinson’s disease before age 65 - resulting in

permanent symptoms

A definite diagnosis of Parkinson’s disease before
age 65 by a consultant neurologist. There must be
permanent clinical impairment of motor function with
associated tremor, and muscle rigidity.

For the above definition, the following are not
covered:

e Parkinson’s disease secondary to drug,
alcohol or chemical abuse.

e Other Parkinsonian syndromes.

Primary pulmonary arterial hypertension -
resulting in permanent symptoms

Primary pulmonary arterial hypertension with
substantial right ventricular enlargement established
by investigations including cardiac catheterisation,
resulting in permanent irreversible physical
impairment to the degree of at least Class Il of the
New York Heart Association Classification of
cardiac impairment.

For the purposes of this condition, NYHA Class llI
classification of functional capacity means:

‘a marked limitation of physical activity of the person
covered due to symptoms of less than ordinary
activity causing fatigue, palpitations, dyspnoea or
anginal pain. The person covered is only
comfortable at rest’

Stroke - with permanent symptoms

Death of brain tissue due to inadequate blood
supply or haemorrhage within the skull resulting in
permanent neurological deficit with persisting
clinical symptoms. The diagnosis has to be
confirmed by a consultant neurologist with the
evidence of new changes on a CT or MRl scan or
other reliable imaging techniques.

For the above definition, the following are not
covered:

e traumatic injury to brain tissue or blood
vessels.

e cerebral symptoms due to transient ischaemic
attacks, reversible neurological deficit,
migraine, cerebral injury resulting from trauma
or hypoxia, disturbances of vision or balance
due to disease of the eye, nerve or vestibular
apparatus of the ear.

Systemic lupus erythematosus - of specified
severity

A definite diagnosis of systemic lupus
erythematosus (SLE) by a consultant rheumatologist
where either of the following are also present:

Severe kidney involvement with SLE as evidenced
by:

permanent impaired renal function with a
glomerular filtration rate (GFR) below 30 ml/
min/1.73m2 and abnormal urinalysis showing
proteinuria or haematuria,

or

- Severe Central Nervous System (CNS)
involvement with SLE as evidenced by:

— Permanent deficit of the neurological system
as evidenced by at least any one of the
following symptoms, which must be present on
clinical examination and expected to last for
the remainder of the claimant’s life:

1. Paralysis

. localised weakness

. dysarthria (difficulty with speech)

. aphasia (inability to speak)

. dysphagia (difficulty in swallowing)

. difficulty in walking, lack of coordination

. severe dementia where the insured needs

For the above definition, the following are not
covered:

e seizures, headaches, fatigue, lethargy or any
symptoms of psychological or psychiatric
origin will not be accepted as evidence of
permanent deficit of the neurological system.

xxxii) Terminal lliness

A definite diagnosis by an appropriate attending
consultant of an illness that satisfies both of the
following:

The iliness either has no known cure or has
progressed to the point where it cannot be cured;
and

In the opinion of the attending consultant, the
illness is expected to lead to death within
12 months.

The attending consultant must not be the Life
Insured or a close relative of either the Life Insured
or their spouse or, the Policy Owner or their spouse.

For the above definition, the following is not
covered:

e The Life Insured being diagnosed with a
Terminal lliness within the last 18 months of
the Policy Term.

xxxiii) Third-degree burns — covering 20% of the body’s
surface area or 50% of the face’s surface area
Burns that involve damage or destruction of the skin
to its full depth through to the underlying tissue and
covering at least 20% of the body’s surface area or
covering 50% of the face’s surface area.

For the above definition, the following are not
covered:

e Deliberate injury to the Life Insured by a Policy
Owner.

e Intentional self-inflicted injury.

xxxiv) Traumatic head injury — with permanent
symptoms
Death of brain tissue due to traumatic injury caused
by external means and confirmed by new changes
on a CT or MRl scan, resulting in permanent
neurological deficit with persisting clinical
symptoms assessed and confirmed by a Consultant
Neurologist no later than 6 weeks from the traumatic
injury.

Appendix C — Child’s Cancer Cover

Your Policy with Cancer Cover will also include Child’s
Cancer Cover at no extra cost.

Child’s Cancer Cover starts from the Child’s 1st birthday
and ends on the day before their 19th birthday, as long as
the Policy is in force.

We will only pay one claim per Child and limit to a
maximum of three claims in total under this condition. At
the time of a claim, we will take account of all your policies
held with us, that offer this Benefit and will only pay one
claim amount per Child.

The conditions covered under Child’s Cancer Cover are as
follows and share the same definition as Cancer Cover:

Benign brain tumour - resulting in permanent
symptoms;

Cancer - excluding less advanced cases.



Appendix D — Child’s Critical lliness

Your Policy with Comprehensive Critical lliness will also
include Child’s Critical lliness at no extra cost.

Child’s Critical lliness starts from the Child’s 1st birthday
and ends on the day before their 19th birthday, as long as
the Policy is in force.

We will only pay one claim per Child and limit to a
maximum of three claims in total under this condition. At
the time of a claim, we will take account of all your policies
held with us, that offer this Benefit and will only pay one
claim amount per Child.

The conditions covered under Child’s Critical lliness are as
follows and share the same definition as Comprehensive
Critical lliness:

AIDS/HIV caught in a Specified Country by blood or
blood product transfusion;

Aorta graft surgery — for disease;
Aplastic anaemia — resulting in permanent symptoms;
Bacterial meningitis — resulting in permanent symptoms;

Benign brain tumour - resulting in permanent
symptoms;

Cancer — excluding less advanced cases;

Coronary artery by-pass surgery — to divide the
breastbone (a payment is available to pay for surgery
after being placed on a waiting list in a Specified
Country.);

Creutzfeldt-Jakob Disease (CJD) — requiring continuous
assistance;

Heart attack — of specified severity;

Heart-valve replacement or repair — with surgery to
divide the breastbone;

Kidney failure — requiring dialysis;
Liver failure — end stage;
Major organ transplant;

Motor neurone disease — resulting in permanent
symptoms;

Multiple sclerosis — with persisting symptoms;
Paralysis — total and irreversible;

Primary pulmonary arterial hypertension — resulting in
permanent symptoms;

Stroke — with permanent symptoms;

The following is not covered:

¢ congenital abnormalities, birth defects and
conditions present prior to age one (1) of the
Child, or prior to the date of adoption.
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
