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Education Savings Plan is issued by Zurich International
Life Limited (‘the Company’, "Zurich’, ‘we’, ‘our’ or ‘us’) and
is based on an application by the Policy Owner (‘you’ or
‘your’) named in the Policy Schedule. The application,
the Policy Terms and Conditions, the Policy Schedule
and any endorsements issued by the Company shall be
deemed to be incorporated into the Policy.

Please keep these Policy Terms and Conditions and the Policy Schedule in a
safe place for future reference.

Discretion

In these Policy Terms and Conditions, where we can use our discretion to
make a decision, require information or evidence, use judgement and
reserve the right to make changes, this will be done reasonably,
proportionately, fairly and in accordance with laws and regulations.
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1.  Glossary of terms used in this document

Annual Management
Charge (AMC)

Annual Management Charge covers the cost of running the
Fund. These charges are deducted before calculating the Unit
price.

Anti-Money Laundering

A set of procedures, laws or regulations designed to stop the

Regulations process by which criminals attempt to conceal the true origin
and ownership of the proceeds of criminal activities.

Assign To legally transfer ownership of the Policy.

Benefit A coverage under the Policy which pays the sum insured upon

a valid claim. Details of the Benefits available can be found in
this document.

Child Life Insured

The child whose life is insured under the Policy.

Claim Event Any event that occurs to a life insured that meets the
appropriate definition contained in these Policy Terms and
Conditions, and which triggers the payment of a Benefit claim.
Fund A unitised portfolio of investments managed by a Fund

Manager.

Fund Manager

The person or corporate entity responsible for a Fund’s strategy
and managing its day to day trading.

Full Surrender

When you decide you no longer want to remain invested in the
Policy and would like to receive the Surrender Value.

Future Premium
Protection Benefit

An optional Benefit in which the remaining Premiums are paid
by us, should the Parent Life Insured die or become
permanently and totally disabled, as defined in Condition 5.1
Future Premium Protection Benefit.

Lapse

This occurs when the Surrender Value can no longer sustain the
ongoing charges, or as a result of us ending the Policy in
accordance with these Policy Terms and Conditions. Once a
Policy has Lapsed it comes to an end and all Benefits stop.

Medical Specialist

A person with medical qualifications which are relevant to the
medical condition which is the subject of the claim, and who is
registered as a specialist in the country in which the opinion is
sought.

Paid-Up

When the policyholder stops paying Premiums after the
minimum required period, and the policy has built up a
Surrender Value, it will continue as a Paid-up policy with
reduced benefits. Policy charges will still apply, and the final
Fund value may be lower than planned.
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Glossary of terms used in this document

Parent Life Insured

The parent, either biological or through adoption, who is insured
under the Future Premium Protection Benefit. There can be up
to two Parent Life Insured on the Policy.

Payout The withdrawals made for the purpose of higher education at
the end of the Premium Payment Term.
Policy These Policy Terms and Conditions, together with the

application form including any supplementary forms submitted
by the Policy Owners, your Policy Schedule and any
endorsement issued by us.

Policy Anniversary

The anniversary of the Policy Commencement Date.

Policy Commencement
Date

The date shown on your Policy Schedule from when the Policy
and Policy charges start.

Policy Currency

The currency in which Premiums, Policy charges, withdrawals,
Surrenders and the Benefits are payable as shown on the
Policy Schedule.

Policy Owner

The individuals that enter into the contract of insurance with the
Company, that own the Policy and that have the right to
exercise all privileges under the Policy.

Policy Schedule

A document produced by us that provides a summary of your
Education Savings Plan application including but not limited to
the Policy number, names of the Policy Owner and life insured,
Premium amount, Policy charges and the Funds selected by
you.

Policy Value The value of all Units held by the Policy. In the context of this
Policy, we may refer to the term Policy Value as Fund Value across
the product literature.

Premium The amount of money you send us to invest into your Policy.

Premium Due Date

The date on which your regular Premiums are due.

Premium Payment Term

The period during which regular Premiums are due as shown in
the Policy Schedule.

Surrender Value

The Policy Value less any applicable Surrender charge.

Switch When some or all of the Units in a Fund, or Funds are sold, and
the same value is then reinvested in another Fund or Funds.

Unit The equal portions into which a Fund is divided.

Whole of Life A type of insurance Policy where there is no fixed Policy term, and

the Policy remains in force as long as there is a surviving Parent
Life Insured, and subject to Condition 12 When will the Policy end.

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Policy details

The Policy

We will send you your Policy Schedule and further
documents which confirm all the details about your
Policy when your Policy is issued.

Policy Owner

The Policy Owner can be either one or both parents
of the Child Life Insured. The minimum attained age
for the Policy Owner is 18 years and the maximum
age is 70 years, at the Policy Commencement Date.
The Policy Owner is shown in the Policy Schedule.

Parent Life Insured
The Policy Owner who chooses to be covered under
the Future Premium Protection Benefit.

Once the Policy has been issued, a Parent Life
Insured cannot be changed or removed. The Parent
Life Insured is shown in the Policy Schedule.

Child Life Insured

There can be only one Child Life Insured as named
in the Policy Schedule. Once the Policy has been
issued, a Child Life Insured cannot be changed or
removed.

Policy term

There is no fixed policy term or end date. The Policy
remains in force as long as there is a surviving Child
Life Insured and the Policy Value does not fall to
zero.

Policy Currency

All Premiums, Policy charges, withdrawals and
Surrenders will be in the Policy Currency chosen in
the application form.

The Policy Owner may choose to pay the Premium
in any freely convertible currency. However, this will
be converted to the Policy Currency on receipt and
will be subject to the exchange rates applied by the
Company at the relevant time.

Policy basis

The Policy is issued on a joint-life first Claim Event
basis, which includes the Child Life Insured and the
Parent Life Insured. The Policy basis determines
when the Policy or/and the Benefits end.

i) Inthe event of a claim payment for the Future
Premium Protection Benefit, the Policy remains
in force, however this Benefits ends.

ii) In the event of a claim payment for the Child
Life Cover, the Policy ends.

Other circumstances may also cause the Policy to
end, as detailed in Condition 12 When will the Policy
end.

Policy Owner/Life Insured changes of name or
address

We will use the name and address you provided in
the application form or any other supporting
documentation for all correspondence until notified
otherwise.Your address will include both your
residential and correspondence addresses. The
Policy Owner must inform the Company in writing of
any change in name or address, and we may require
documentary evidence to substantiate such a
change.

Incorrect date of birth of the Parent Life Insured
If the date of birth of the Parent Life Insured stated
in your Policy Schedule is not correct due to
information provided when you applied or any other
supporting documentation, an adjustment may be
made by us to the Future Premium Protection
Benefit charge. If the incorrect date of birth means
that the Parent Life Insured was not eligible for the
Future Premium Protection Benefit, the Benefit will
be removed, and all charges will be refunded, or we
will review the amount of the Benefit payable.

Premiums

Payment of Premiums

Your Policy starts when your first Premium is
received, and all other applicable requirements are
met by you.

All Premiums must be sent to us by a payment
method acceptable to us and net of any charge
made by your bank or any other financial institution
for making the Premium payments.

We reserve the right to refuse to accept Premiums
or changes to Premiums to avoid breaching any
AntiMoney Laundering Regulations or other
applicable laws and regulations of the Qatar
Financial Centre, the State of Qatar, the Isle of Man
or any other relevant jurisdiction.

All Premium payments should be in the Policy
Currency. Payment in any other freely convertible
currency will be converted by us into the Policy
Currency. All currency conversions will be subject to
the exchange rates determined by us at the time.

Regular Premiums are paid monthly, quarterly,
half-yearly or yearly during the selected Premium
Payment Term and must be paid within 90 days of
the Premium Due Date.

You should pay the regular Premium amount, at the
frequency selected for the entire Premium Payment
Term as shown in your Policy Schedule.

Variance in Premium

Where the amount of the regular Premium received
does not equal the Premium due, we may, at our
discretion, accept the amount received as
settlement of the amount due, but we will only use
the amount received to calculate how many Units to
add to your Unit account.

Increases to regular Premiums

You can increase your regular Premium by
contacting us directly, or through your financial
advisor. Depending on the amount of the increase,
we may need more information which we will let you
know at the time. We reserve the right to refuse to
accept a request to increase to regular Premium
amount.

Following receipt and acceptance by us of your
request, the first increased Premium will be due on
the next Premium Due Date.

If you have the Future Premium Protection Benefit
on your Policy, the increase in the Benefit will be in
line with the new increased Premium amount and is
subject to further evidence of health and insurability
as specified by us. The increase in Benefit may be
accepted on standard terms, on special terms (with
a Premium increase or accepted in part with
exclusion) or it may be declined.

Following acceptance by us of your request, the
charges will be increased in line with the new regular
Premium amount.

Decreases in regular Premiums

You can ask to decrease your regular Premium
amount by contacting us directly or through your
financial advisor. Any decrease in Premium is
subject to the applicable minimum Premium at the
time. We reserve the right to refuse to accept a
request to decrease the regular Premium amount.

Following receipt and acceptance by us of the
request, the first decreased Premium will be due on
the next Premium Due Date.

If you have the Future Premium Protection Benefit
on your Policy, the Benefit and its charge will be
decreased in line with the new regular Premium
amount.

If you decrease your regular Premium, your policy
may not attain the intended education fund target.

Stopping regular Premiums (Paid-Up)

All regular Premiums must be paid within 90 days of
the Premium Due Date during the Premium Payment
Term. If you stop paying regular Premiums and your
Policy has a Surrender Value, the Policy will become
Paid-Up.

All other applicable Policy charges and the Future
Premium Protection Benefit charge will continue to
be deducted while the Policy is Paid-Up.

If you stop your regular Premiums, your policy may
not attain the intended education fund target.

Restarting regular Premiums on a Paid-Up Policy
You can restart your regular Premiums at the same
Premium level or at a different Premium level
(subject to any minimum Premium level applicable at
the time), by contacting us directly or through your
financial advisor. Your request will be subject to any
applicable requirements or information we ask for at
the time.

Following receipt and acceptance by us of your
request, the next regular Premium will be due on the
next Premium Due Date.

Upon restarting your regular Premiums, you can (but
you are not obliged to) pay back any missed regular
Premiums.

If you do not pay back any missed regular
Premiums, your policy may not attain the intended
education fund target.

If you do pay back any missed regular Premiums,
they will be allocated using the next available price.

If the Future Premium Protection Benefit was on the
Policy before it became Paid-Up, the Benefit
continues.

Additional single Premiums

Additional single Premiums can be paid into the
Policy at any time during the Premium Payment
Term, subject to Condition 3.1 Payment of Premiums.

The Funds you choose for your additional single
Premium can be different than those for your regular
Premiums.

Lapse

Your Policy will Lapse if the Surrender Value falls to
zero. If this happens, all Benefits will stop, and the
Policy ends. Once the policy has Lapsed it cannot
be reinstated.

Funds and Units

Units

Your Policy is unit-linked, which means that we
maintain a Unit account based on your choice of
Funds which is used to determine your Policy Value.

Units are added to your Unit account in respect of
(but not limited to) your Premiums.

Units are deducted from your Unit account in
respect of (but not limited to) policy charges, partial
withdrawal, Payouts, Full Surrenders, and the Child
Life Cover Benefit. We will determine the dates on
which we deduct Units from your Unit account in
respect of the policy Charges.

After our acceptance of your instruction and/or
Premium (i.e. after completion of our internal
procedures) we will add Units to or deduct Units
from your Unit account.

We will use the Unit prices and exchange rates
effective on the date of the transaction to calculate
the number of Units we add to or deduct from your
Unit account. Where a Unit transaction involves
more than one Fund, Units will be added or
deducted across all Funds on a single transaction
date determined by us in accordance with our
internal procedures.

The number of Units in any transaction will be
rounded to 3 decimal places and any rounding
adjustments accrue to us.

You do not own the underlying assets of the Funds.

The Funds

The choice of Funds within this Policy is limited to
the Zurich Allocated Passive Funds. The Zurich
Allocated Passive Fund is an investment option that
tracks a chosen market index, aiming to match its
performance. It uses a passive investment strategy
to keep management fees low and offers broad
diversification across a wide range of assets.

Your Policy Schedule will show your initial choice of
Funds and your investment strategy.

You can request a change to your investment
strategy, subject to any restrictions that may apply
at the time.

Funds are normally priced daily on each working day
in the Isle of Man.

Further information on the Zurich Allocated Passive
Funds, including the Fund prices, charges, Fund
performance and historical data is available on the
Zurich Qatar fund centre at www.zurich.ga under the
“External Funds” section. Once your policy is active,
you should access the fund centre through your
secure Zurich Online account. To register, go to
www.zurich.ga and click on ‘Login’.

We may change the Funds that are available at our
absolute discretion.

Switching Funds

You can change between the Zurich Allocated
Passive Funds for your future Premiums at any time;
this is known as Switching. This can be done with or
without Switching the existing Fund holdings on the
Policy.

Switch requests received after our dealing cut off
time (which can vary at our absolute discretion) will
be treated as received on the next Isle of Man
working day.

You can also change Zurich Allocated Passive
Funds for your future Premiums at any time; this is
known as redirection of future Premiums. This can
be done with or without Switching the existing Fund
holdings on the Policy.

How we calculate your Policy Value

Your Policy Value on any given date is calculated by
multiplying the number of Units in your Unit account
by the Unit price using any applicable currency
exchange rates.

We use the latest available Unit price and currency
exchange rate, if applicable, which both may
fluctuate daily.

Deferral of adding or deducting Units

We reserve the right to defer or to reject an
instruction to add or deduct Units from your Unit
account (including Switching) where there are
reasonable grounds for us to do so, whether that
deferral is our decision or as a result of a limitation
outside of our control.

In the event of deferral, the Unit price obtained, and
any applicable exchange rate will reflect the deferral.

Deferral of payment

We reserve the right to defer any payment to you if
payment to us has been deferred for any reason by
the Fund Manager.

In the event of deferral, we will only make the
payment to you after it has been received by us.

There will be no interest payable in respect of a
deferred payment.

Benefits

The Benefits under this Policy are based on a
joint-life first Claim Event basis. This means that
on the first Claim Event, if the claim is admitted
for the Parent Life Insured, the Future Premium
Protection Benefit is paid and its corresponding
charges stop.

If a Claim Event involves two lives insured, the
parent and the child, the claim is paid for the child

life cover Benefit, and the Policy comes to an end.

More details on how this impacts the Policy are
given in the relevant definitions below.

Future Premium Protection Benefit

This is an optional Benefit and will only apply if it
is shown in the Policy Schedule (or any
subsequent endorsements).

Subject to Condition 11 Making a Benefit Claim,
the Company will pay all the remaining future
Premiums until the end of the Premium Payment
Term, as a lump sum amount into the Policy, if:

i. the Parent Life Insured dies, or

ii. the relevant Parent Life Insured is diagnosed
as being permanently and totally disabled
before their 70t birthday and has been
disabled for a continuous period of at least
180 days, as defined in Condition 5.1.1
Permanent and total disability.

511 Permanent and total disability

Under the Future Premium Protection
Benefit, permanent and total disability at
the time of a claim means either of the
following:

i. For Parent Lives Insured in gainful
employment

A Parent Life Insured shall be regarded
as having permanent and total
disability if they are unable to (for
reward or otherwise) engage in their
own occupation, profession or
business as well as unable to engage in
any other occupation to which they are
fitted by education, training or
experience, as a result of the disability.
Permanent and total disability in this
instance means that, in the opinion of
an appropriate Medical Specialist, the
disability is expected to remain with
the Parent Life Insured for the rest of
their life.

ii. For Parent Lives Insured not in gainful
employment

A Parent Life Insured shall be regarded
as having permanent and total
disability if they are unable to perform
at least two activities of daily working,
which are:

¢ Walking - the ability to walk more than 200
metres on the flat without stopping or severe
discomfort.

¢ Bending - the ability to get into or out of a
standard saloon car, or the ability to bend or
kneel to pick up a light object from the floor
and straighten up again.

e Communicating - the ability to answer the
telephone and take a message.

¢ Reading - having the eyesight required to be
able to read with corrective aids (if required).

¢ Writing - having the physical ability to write
legibly using a pen or pencil.

Permanent in this instance means that, in the
opinion of an appropriate Medical Specialist,
the disability is expected to remain with the
Parent Life Insured for the rest of their life.

When the Future Premium Protection Benefit and
the charges stop

Future Premium Protection Benefit and the

accompanying Benefit Charge will stop at the earlier
of:

the oldest Parent Life Insured reaching age 70,
or

the end of the Premium Payment Term, or

on the death or disability claim of the Parent Life
Insured, or

on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or

the Policy ending or becoming Lapsed.

Child life cover Benefit

In the event of death of the Child Life Insured under

the Policy during the Premium Payment Term, we
will pay an amount of 101% of the Policy Value at the
time, subject to Condition 11 Making a Benefit
Claim. If the death of the Child Life Insured occurs

after the Premium Payment Term or the child
reaching age 20, we will pay the Policy Value.

Child life cover Benefit will stop at the earlier of:
the Child Life Insured reaching age 20, or
the end of the Premium Payment Term, or

Surrenders and partial withdrawals

Partial withdrawals

You can ask for a partial withdrawal during the
Premium Payment Term by contacting us directly or
through your financial advisor. All partial withdrawals
will be paid in the Policy Currency, unless otherwise
asked for by you.

If you make withdrawals before the end of the
Premium Payment Term, your Policy may not attain
the intended education fund target.

Full Surrender

You can ask to fully Surrender your Policy by
contacting us directly or through your financial
advisor. A Full Surrender of the Policy within the
Premium Payment Term will result in a Surrender
charge being deducted. Please refer to Condition
9.3, Full Surrender charge, for details of this charge.
The Surrender Value will be paid in the Policy
Currency, unless otherwise asked for by you. After
payment of the Surrender Value, your Policy ends.

Minimum surrender value

Payment of a partial withdrawal will be subject to a
minimum surrender value remaining after the partial
withdrawal. The applicable minimum surrender value
is mentioned in the Key Information Document. You
can view your Policy maximum partial withdrawal
value at any time by logging in to your secure Zurich
Online account via www.zurich.ga. You can also
contact us using our contact details in Condition 39,
How to contact us.

Education Payout

You can ask for an education Payout at the end of
your Premium Payment Term by contacting us
directly or through your financial advisor. You have
the flexibility to receive the Payout as a single
payment or schedule them as regular Payouts over a
period of up to 5 years. Once you have withdrawn
the education Payout in full, your Policy ends.

Policy charges

The effect of these charges is shown in your policy
illustration and Key Information Document.

Premium allocation charge

The Premium allocation charge is deducted from
each Premium received during the Premium
Payment Term. The charge is 2.5% and is detailed in
your Policy Schedule (or in any subsequent
endorsements for increased Premiums). The charge
is deducted from each Premium received before the
Premium is allocated to Units. The charge applies to
all Premiums received during the Premium Payment
Term.

Policy management charge

The policy management charge percentage is
shown in your Policy Schedule and key information
document. The monthly charge deducted will be
one twelfth of the yearly percentage and the
percentage amount will vary depending on your
Policy Value at the time the charge is deducted. The
charge depends on the Policy Value:

Values are shown in USD and will be converted to
the equivalent amount in GBP or EUR, depending
on your chosen currency.

The charge will be deducted by cancellation of
Units, on the first of each month, including the
Policy Commencement Date.

Annual Management Charge

The Annual Management Charge (AMC) is
deducted from each Fund by the Fund Manager
prior to calculating the Unit price. This includes
charges levied by Fund Managers to cover fees and
costs incurred in the running of the Funds. The
AMC of Zurich Allocated Passive Fund is 0.75%.

Conditional and transactional charges

The effect of these charges may also be shown in
your lllustration document.

Currency switch charge

The Currency switch charge is applied when you
Switch between Funds that are denominated in
different currencies. There is a charge of 0175% of
the currency switch amount.

The Currency switch charge will be deducted by
cancellation of Units immediately after the Switch
has been processed.

Currency exchange charge
A currency exchange charge of 1% will be made by
us when:

we receive Premiums in a different currency to
the Policy Currency, or

we add or deduct Units in a Fund(s) in a
different currency to the Policy Currency, or

we make payments from the Policy (including
claims) in a different currency to the Policy
Currency.

In these circumstances we will determine the
exchange rate used at the time. A currency
exchange charge is not an explicit Policy deduction;
it is incorporated within the currency exchange rates
we use for each transaction.

Full Surrender charge

The Full Surrender charge percentage is shown in
your Policy Schedule and Key Information
document. This charge applies if you fully
Surrender your Policy within the Premium Payment
Term. The Surrender charge is equal to the
Surrender charge percentage multiplied by the Total
Premiums Paid to Date and will be deducted from
the Policy Value by cancellation of Units before the
Surrender Value is paid out.

Future Premium Protection Benefit charge

The charge depends on the age, gender, health and
lifestyle of the life insured, and the remaining future
contributions at the time the charge is taken. The
charge is a percentage of the Premium amount.

The charge will be deducted by cancellation of
Units on the first of each month including the Policy
Commencement Date (if the Benefit is applicable
when your Policy is issued), while the Benefit is on
your Policy. The Future Premium Protection Benefit
and the Future Premium Protection Benefit charge
will continue if the Policy becomes Paid-Up.

Changes to charges

We reserve the right to increase the Policy charges,
or introduce new charges, to the extent reasonably
required to cover:

increases in administration and other costs,
which we reasonably incur, and/or

the cost of additional charges, levies or taxes
which apply to the Policy or to us as a whole,
and/or

any additional costs associated with changes to
legislative or regulatory requirements.

Benefit charges:
Changes in long term claims experience.

Increases in any underlying expenses, including
reinsurance charges.

The impact of medical advances in the
treatment and/or cure of applicable mortality
and morbidity risks.

We will give you at least three months’ notice in
writing of any increase in the charges, or
introduction of new charges, unless that is not
reasonably possible in the circumstances.

Any deductions and charges made by a Fund
Manager in respect of any underlying Fund held
within the Policy are not within our control. These
charges are subject to change at the discretion of
the Fund Manager.

Making a Benefit claim

In the event of a claim, the claimant should contact
us within the specified timelines given below. Our
contact details are in Condition 39, How to contact
us.

Death claims should be notified to us within 180
days from the date of the death and permanent total
disability claim should be notified to us within 90
days from the date of the Claim Event. Failure to
notify a claim in time will not invalidate the claim if a
satisfactory reason for the delay in notification of the
claim along with the satisfactory documents to
support the Claim Event are provided to us.

The longer it takes to notify us of the Claim Event,
the more difficult it may be to sufficiently investigate
the claim circumstances and process the claim.

When we are notified of a claim, we will let the
claimant know what information we will need to be
able to fully assess the claim. This may include (but
will not be limited to) the following:

A completed claim form.

Proof of identity and residence of the Policy
Owner, life insured or claimant (if different from
the Policy Owner).
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Any medical reports from the treating medical
practitioners, clinics, or hospital to be provided
at the claimant’s expense.

For a disability claim under the Future Premium
Protection Benefit, we will require medical
evidence supporting the claim signed by a
Medical Practitioner and such other documents
and reports as required, supplied at claimant’s
expense.

We reserve the right to ask for independent
confirmation that any medical treatment is
necessary and appropriate and may also ask for
independent confirmation of the disability.

We reserve the right to ask for further
information and to require that any documents
are legally attested.

The Parent Life Insured must take every
reasonable action including having any
appropriate medical or surgical procedure and,
without limitation, take every reasonable step to
lessen the disability in order that the Parent Life
Insured no longer meets the criteria for being
totally disabled applicable to their
circumstances at the time.

While a disability claim is being assessed,
regular Premiums will remain payable by you to
avoid the risk of the Policy becoming Paid-Up or
Lapsed.

Full information on the benefit claim requirements
can also be found under ‘Make a benefit claim’ on
www.zurich.ga.

111 When a claim will not be paid

We will not pay a claim if the Claim Event:

e occurred before the Policy
Commencement Date, or

e occurred before the Benefit was added
to the Policy, or for a Benefit increase,
occurred before the date of the
increase, or

e occurred after the Policy Lapsed or was
fully Surrendered.

We will not pay a claim if it is directly or
indirectly attributable to:

¢ the addiction to, abuse or misuse of
alcohol, or non-prescribed drugs;

¢ thelife insured knowingly or recklessly

We will not pay the Benefit claim if it is
directly or indirectly attributable to:

carrying any antibodies to such a virus,

When will the Policy end

Your Policy will end on the earlier of:
e payment of a child life cover claim, or
e when the Policy is fully Surrendered, or

e when the Policy has Lapsed.

Assignment of the Policy

In the event of the death of the Policy Owner, and
where there is no surviving Policy Owner, the Policy
can be Assigned to the legal guardian of the Child
Life Insured appointed by the court. At our
discretion, the legal guardian will be Assigned to
manage the Policy for the well-being of the Child
Life Insured. However, on the Child Life Insured’s
18th birthday, the Child Life Insured has the right to

revoke any Assignment to the legal guardian, and
the Child Life Insured will become the Policy Owner
of the Policy and will have full rights as the Policy
Owner as specified in these Policy Terms and
Conditions.

Each new Policy Owner must promptly provide an
accurate self-certification regarding the
jurisdiction(s) in which the new Policy Owner is a tax
resident and provide any other documentary
evidence and information we ask for.

In addition to the actions described herein, failure to
provide us with such written notice, selfcertification,
information or evidence we may need to impair your
or the new Policy Owner’s rights under the Policy or
may result in us, at our absolute discretion, ending
the Policy.

Beneficiary for the child life cover Benefit

The Policy Owner or Owners, who are the parent or
parents, shall act as the beneficiary. In the event of
the death of the Child Life Insured, the beneficiary
shall receive the Benefit amount. In case of a single
parent Policy Owner, the entire amount for the child
life cover Benefit shall be paid. For Policies with joint
ownership, the Policy Owners must provide us with
a signed instruction on how they wish to divide the
Benefit amount.

Any payment to a beneficiary is subject to our
consent.

Notices to us

We will not act on any instruction in respect of the
Policy unless it is received by us in writing or other
acceptable form of communication from you.

Laws and interpretation

The Policy is governed by, and shall be construed in
accordance with, the laws of the Qatar Financial
Centre and we will submit to the non-exclusive
jurisdiction of any competent legal authority in the
Qatar Financial Centre in respect of any litigation
arising out of the Policy.

In the event of any conflict between the Arabic
version or the English version of the Policy Terms
and Conditions, the Arabic version shall prevail as
stipulated in the regulations of the Qatar Financial
Centre laws.

The Policy and these Policy Terms and Conditions
shall not be enforceable by any person who is not a
party to the Policy, except to enable a beneficiary to
make a valid claim.

Your Policy has been designed to meet legal and
regulatory requirements for customers resident in
the Qatar. Should you or the life insured move to
another country during the term of the Policy, it may
no longer be suitable. Laws and regulations in a
different country may affect our ability to continue
to service the Policy in accordance with these
Policy Terms and Conditions and we may no longer
be able to provide any of the Benefits under the
Policy.

Compliance with Laws and Regulations

We may have obligations (‘Legal Obligations’) now
or in the future in relation to this Policy:

imposed on us by foreign or local law or
regulation; and/or

arising from agreements and registrations we
make with foreign or local governmental,
regulatory and taxation agencies.

Legal Obligations can, directly or indirectly, affect a
range of individuals or entities (‘Affected Person’)
including an individual or entity who at any time in
the past, present or future is or was:

the life insured;
the Policy Owner;
a beneficiary of the Policy;

entitled to access the Policy’s value or change a
beneficiary of the Policy;

at any time had a vested entitlement to
payment;

connected or associated with, or capable of
exercising effective control over, any of the
above who is not an individual (such as a
company, a partnership, an association or a
trustee, settlor, or beneficiary of a trust).

Legal Obligations relating to this Policy derive from
the laws of various countries addressing a range of
matters including, but not limited to, taxation, social
security, anti-money laundering and
counterterrorism measures, and which change over
time. To comply with Legal Obligations, we may
need to:

identify and obtain information about an
Affected Person’s status under foreign and local
law, e.g. its taxpayer status;
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supply information about Affected Persons, the
Policy and its value to local or foreign
governmental, regulatory and taxation agencies;

obtain a data privacy law waiver from Affected
Persons;

withhold or deduct amounts from the value of
the Policy and amounts to be credited to it, such
as on account of foreign taxation;

refuse requests to process transfers of
ownership of the Policy;

refuse to perform some of our obligations
specified elsewhere in the Policy contract,
including to the point that we may no longer be
able to provide some or all of its Benefits;

modify the Policy Terms and Conditions of this
Policy without Policy Owner consent to comply
with future Legal Obligations or future changes
to current Legal Obligation;

terminate the Policy; and/or

take (or not take) any other action in relation to
the Policy.

As an example, we are required under the U.S.
Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act and the U.S.
regulations issued thereunder to identify Policy
Owners and other Affected Persons that are U.S.
citizens, U.S. residents for U.S. tax purposes, certain
specified U.S. entities or entities owned by U.S.
persons and to periodically report certain
information to the U.S. Internal Revenue Service.

Our Legal Obligations can apply in respect of any
Affected Person who is a past, current or future
resident, citizen, or taxpayer as defined by the law of
the country of residence of the Policy Owner or
another country. A place of birth outside the country
of residence of the Policy Owner or an Affected
Person advising us of a new or changed mailing
address (including postal or ‘in care of’), residential
address, telephone, or other contact details,
standing Funds transfer instruction, or the
appointment of an attorney or agent are some of the
other factors that can cause the Legal Obligations
to apply.

It is a condition of this Policy that:

the Policy Owner must reside at the address
provided on the Policy application form at the
date the Policy is issued;

the Policy Owner must provide all information
we ask for in relation to an Affected Person
completely and correctly and within the
timeframes we specify;

the Policy Owner must notify us before an
Affected Person becomes a resident or citizen
of another country and upon any alteration to
their taxation status;

we have the right to charge to the Policy Owner
any amounts withheld as required to comply
with any Legal Obligation and any associated
costs; and

we have the right and authority to take (or not
take) any action that we consider necessary to
comply with all Legal Obligations (as amended
from time to time) that we consider affect this
Policy.

We do not provide any tax or legal advice. Please
consult with your own tax or legal advisor if you have
any questions or wish to receive additional
information about how you may be affected by the
above.

Anti-Money Laundering Regulations

You must supply us with any such information or
documents that we request in order to comply with
the Anti-Money Laundering Regulations of the
Qatar Financial Centre, the State of Qatar, the Isle of
Man or any other relevant jurisdiction.

The Policy will only commence or pay the proceeds
of a claim or any withdrawal when you or your
representative(s) have provided all the information
required by us that complies with the regulations.
Failure to provide such information will delay or
prohibit the allocation of Premiums or the payment
of withdrawals or a Benefit claim.

Context

Throughout the Policy where the context allows,

words in the singular shall include the plural, the

masculine gender shall include the feminine, and
vice versa.

Changes to the Policy Terms and
Conditions

To the extent that any change is proportionate and
reasonably required, we may alter these Policy
Terms and Conditions to take into account a
decision by a court, governmental body,
ombudsman, regulator, industry body or other
similar body or to take account of changes to law,
taxation, official guidance, or applicable codes of
practice.

We will give notice to you of any changes to these
Policy Terms and Conditions three months before
the change takes place where it is possible to do so.
Where this is not possible, we will give notice to you
as soon as we reasonably can.

Force majeure

No liability shall arise if we are prevented from
fulfilling our obligations under the Policy by reason
of any circumstances beyond our reasonable
control which could be construed as a force
majeure event under applicable laws including
without limitation, an act of God, war, national
emergency, fire, flood, earthquake, strike or
industrial action or other events of a similar or
different kind, the ‘force majeure event’.

On the occurrence of a force majeure event we shall
be excused for a period equal to the delay resulting
from the force majeure event and such additional
period as may be reasonably necessary to allow us
to resume our performance.

Exchanging information abroad for
international tax compliance purposes

Under laws and regulations relating to exchanging
information abroad for tax purposes, including the
U.S. Foreign account Tax Compliance Act (FATCA)
and laws and regulations associated with it, we must
apply certain procedures to identify the tax
residency (or residencies) of certain people related
to your Policy (that is, where they are registered for
tax purposes).

You, and any person entitled to:

« receive the proceeds of the Policy;

+ change the beneficiary; or

« carry out other actions relating to your Policy;

must, if we ask, give us an accurate self-certification
about where their tax residency is and, if
appropriate, provide any evidence and information
we ask for.

Reporting to tax authorities

By law, we must regularly report certain information
about all Policy Owners (including names,
addresses, dates of birth and financial details
relating to your Policy) to the appropriate tax
authorities or other authorities stated by law.

Termination right due to regulatory 27.

If you move to another country and/or if your tax
residency changes or differs from the information
provided in a self-certification of tax residency or
in documentation provided in connection with
your Policy, when you provide that self-
certification or documentation, you must give us
written notice prior to such change but no later
than within 30 days of such change.

Please note that should you move to another
country you may no longer be eligible to make
payments into your Policy or to make investment
decisions relating to your Policy. The local laws
and regulations of the jurisdiction to which you
may move may affect our ability to continue to
service your Policy in accordance with these
Policy Terms and Conditions. Therefore, we
reserve all rights to take any steps that we deem
appropriate, including the right to cancel your
Policy with immediate effect.

Changing tax residency

If your tax residency changes, you must give us
written notice, before the change if reasonably
possible, and no later than within the 30 days after
the change.

If your tax residency changes, you may no longer be
eligible to make payments into your Policy or to
make investment decisions relating to your Policy.
The local laws and regulations of your new tax
residency may affect our ability to continue to
provide your Policy in line with these Policy Terms
and Conditions. If this happens, we can take any
steps necessary, including the right to cancel your
Policy immediately.

Payment restrictions

We make payments under your Policy, such as
partial or full encashments and Benefit claims to
you or the beneficiary. We can only make these
payments by electronic transfer to a bank
account that is held in your name or the
beneficiary’s name and is in the same place as
your or their tax residency.

We may make an exception to this restriction
after we have assessed the facts and
circumstances.

Under no circumstances will we make any
payments in cash (bank notes) to U.S. residents.
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Non-cooperating Policy Owner and
conditional payment

If we believe that the most recent self-certification
or details of tax residency may no longer be reliable
or accurate, you must promptly provide a new
self-certification and other supporting documents
we ask for.

We can take any steps we consider necessary
(including the right not to make payments until we
have received satisfactory information and
documents, or to immediately cancel the Policy), if:

+ you or a beneficiary did not provide the self-
certification, evidence or information we asked
for within the time we gave;

+ we discover that you or a beneficiary provided
an incorrect or incomplete self certification; or

« we discover that any other information or
evidence provided to us was inaccurate or
incomplete.

In these circumstances, we may also report to the
appropriate tax authority or other authorities.

Taxation

We do not provide any tax advice. Any information
relating to applicable tax laws and regulations is of a
general nature only.

This Policy is designed for Policy Owners who are
resident in Qatar. If you decide to live outside of
Qatar after this Policy has been issued, and if you
have questions or wish to receive additional
information with respect to any of the provisions set
forth above we recommend you obtain independent
advice.

We reject any responsibility or liability whatsoever
for any adverse tax consequences that may arise in
respect of your Policy and/or payments made under
your Policy as a result of you changing your country
of residency.

Sanctions

All financial transactions are subject to
compliance with applicable trade or economic
sanctions laws and regulations. We will not
provide you, the life insured, beneficiary or any
third party with any services or Benefits including
but not limited to acceptance of Premium
payments, claim payments and other
reimbursements, if in doing so we violate
applicable trade sanctions laws and regulations.

We may terminate the Policy if we consider you,
the life insured, the beneficiary or your directors
or officers as sanctioned persons, or you, the life
insured, the beneficiary or your directors or
officers conduct an activity which is sanctioned,
according to applicable trade or economic
sanctions laws and regulations.

Fraud

In the event of fraud by any person who is a party
to the Policy, we reserve the right to declare the
Policy null and void and refuse to return the
Premiums paid to date.

General right to make changes

The contract of insurance between you and us is
based on the laws and regulations that applied at
the time we entered into it. If any relevant law or
regulation changes (particularly because your tax
residency or the country you live in has changed),
and as a result we cannot continue to provide the
Policy without there being a substantial negative
effect on us, we are entitled to:

change these Policy Terms and Conditions as
we consider necessary to meet the changed
law or regulation, without your permission; or

immediately end your Policy.

We will give you advance notice, whenever it is
reasonably possible to do so, about the changes in
these Policy Terms and Conditions. If we need to
end your Policy in accordance with these Policy
Terms and Conditions, we will send you a
‘termination notice’ and the contract will end in line
with that termination notice.

Rights of third parties

Any beneficiary who becomes entitled to payment
of any Benefit shall have the right to enforce the
terms of your Policy as a third party in accordance
with the Isle of Man Contracts (Rights of Third
Parties) Act 2001.

The Policy Terms and Conditions may be amended
or varied between you and us without the
beneficiary’s consent.

The Isle of Man Policyholders’
Compensation Fund

Under the Isle of Man’s Life Assurance

(Compensation of Policyholders) Regulations 1991, if

we cannot meet our obligations to our Policy

Owners because we have become insolvent, the
Isle of Man Financial Services Authority will pay you
an amount up to 90% of our liability, subject to
regulations, under the Policy, from the Policyholders’
Compensation Fund.

The Policyholders’ Compensation Fund provides
protection to all Policy Owners, no matter where
they live.

The Policyholders’ Compensation Fund would be
funded by a levy (tax charge) on the assets of the
Isle of Man Life Assurance Companies who are still
solvent. As a result, if we ever need to pay a levy to
the Policyholders’ Compensation Fund, we can take
an amount of no more than 2% of Policy Value at the
time.

¢ You can cancel your Policy before you receive
your Policy documents by contacting us or
your financial professional.

e On acceptance of your cancellation notice,
Zurich will refund your Premium after
adjusting for any realised investment gains or
losses between the date of purchase of Units
and the date of redemption of those Units.
This means that the refund you receive may
not equal your Premium.

¢ We may require additional time to pay the
cancellation value as all Fund trades have
been completed.
