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Introduction
This Policy is a contract of insurance between:

e the Policy Owner named in the Policy Schedule
('you’, 'your’); and
e Zurich International Life Limited (‘'us’, ‘we’, ‘our’)

and is made up of the Policy Conditions and your
Policy Schedule and any subsequent changes made
by us in accordance with these Policy Conditions.
Please keep these in a safe place.

Investment risk

The premiums you pay and any bonuses earned are
invested in your choice of investment funds. The
value of these investments may fluctuate up or
down and the returns are not guaranteed. If the
returns increase your policy value will increase and if
the returns fall you may get back less than you
invested.

Glossary of terms used in this document

Additional Benefit
Optional Benefits which can be added to the Policy
subject to our acceptance and which are:

o (ritical lllness Benefit (see condition 8.3),
e Cancer Cover (see condition 8.4),
e \Waiver of Premium Benefit (see condition 8.5).

e Permanent and Total Disability Benefit
(see condition 8.6),

e Family Income Benefit (see condition 8.7),

e Accidental Death Benefit (see condition 8.8),

e Dismemberment Benefit (see condition 8.9),

e Hospitalisation Benefit (see condition 8.10), and
e Fixed Term Income Benefit (see condition 8.11).

Aeroplane Cover

A compulsory Benefit applicable to all Policies that
pays a lump sum in the event of the death of the
relevant Life Insured in an aircraft accident, as
defined in condition 8.2

Anti-Money Laundering Regulations

A set of procedures, laws or regulations designed to
stop the process by which criminals attempt to
conceal the true origin and ownership of the
proceeds of criminal activities.

Appropriate Medical Specialist

A medical specialist consulted by us in connection
with a claim with medical qualifications which are
relevant to the medical condition which is the
subject of the claim, and who is registered as a
specialist in the country in which the opinion is
sought.

Assign
To legally transfer the ownership of your Policy from
one Policy Owner to another.

Beneficiary
A person or a corporate entity that receives an
amount from the Policy in the event of a claim.

Benefit
A risk covered by us by the Policy.

Charges

The deductions we take from your premium(s) and/
or from your Policy Value, specific to your Policy
choices and explained in condition 16.

Child/Children

In respect of Children’s Critical lliness Benefit or
Children’s Cancer Cover, a Child or Children means
the natural or legally adopted Child or Children aged
between one (1) and eighteen (18) years of age at
the time of a claim, of any Life Insured. The Child
must be financially dependent on the Life Insured at
the time of the claim.

Claim Event

Any event that occurs to the relevant Life Insured
that meets the appropriate definition contained in
these Policy Conditions, and which triggers the
payment of a claim.

Company Medical Officer
A medical doctor appointed by us as a medical
adviser.

Fund
A unitised portfolio of investments managed by a
Fund Manager.

Fund Manager
The person or corporate entity responsible for a
Fund'’s strategy and managing its day to day trading.

Hospitalised/Hospitalisation
This is where a Life Insured is either:

e admitted to any hospital for a surgical procedure
on the recommendation and approval of a
doctor; or

e confined to any hospital for treatment other than
for a surgical procedure.

Insurable Interest

This is a legal term. The Policy Owner is required to
have an insurable interest in the Life Insured. This
interest could arise where the Policy Owner suffers
financial loss if the Life Insured dies. The loss may
not always be financial, it may for example, be
because of the nature of a personal relationship
between the Policy Owner and the Life Insured.



Lapse

This occurs when the Policy Value can no longer
sustain the ongoing Charges, or as a result of us
ending the Policy in accordance with these Policy
Conditions. Once a Policy has Lapsed it comes to an
end and all Benefits stop. In certain circumstances
and subject to these Policy Conditions, a Policy may
be re-instated after it has Lapsed.

Where a claim is paid by us in respect of Fixed Term
Income Benefit, Family Income Benefit or
Hospitalisation Benefit and the Claim Event is prior
to the Lapse of the Policy, we will continue to
honour our obligations for full payment of the claim.

Life Cover

A compulsory Benefit applicable to all Policies that
pays a lump sum in the event of the death of the
relevant Life Insured.

Life Insured/Lives Insured
A person or persons aged 18 or more whose life is
insured by the Policy.

Nil Allocation Period

For regular premium Policies only, this is an initial period
of time specified in the Policy Schedule during which
100% of your regular premium is retained by us,
but during which we will pay Benefit claims. A Nil
Allocation Period applies to your initial regular premium
amount and any subsequent increase in regular premiums.

Paid Up
A Policy with a positive Policy Value where no
further premiums are expected to be paid.

Partial Payment

For specific conditions within Critical lliness Benefit
and Cancer Cover, we will pay the lower of USD
20,000 (or currency equivalent determined by us), or
12.5% of the Benefit Sum Insured as full settlement
of the claim. The Critical lliness Benefit conditions and
Cancer Cover conditions are identified at Appendix A
and Appendix B of these Policy Conditions respectively.

Policy

Your Policy is made up of these Policy Conditions
and your Policy Schedule and any subsequent changes
made by us in accordance with these Policy Conditions.

Policy Basis
This determines on whose death the Policy comes to
an end:

e For single life Policies the Policy ends when the
Life Insured dies.

e For joint life first death Policies the Policy ends
when the first of the Lives Insured dies.

e For joint life both death Policies, the Policy ends
when the second of the Lives Insured dies.

e For joint life last death Policies, the Policy ends on
the death of the last of the Lives Insured to die.

Note that this only relates to Life Cover. Other
Benefits may be payable which may not end the
Policy. Other circumstances may also cause the
Policy to end, as detailed in condition 21.

Policy Conditions

This document which forms part of the legal
contract between you and us and explains how your
Policy works.

Policy Owner

The legal owner of your Policy. The Policy Owner
can be up to two individuals aged 18 or more, the
trustees of a trust, or a corporate entity.

Policy Schedule

A document we provide to you that sets out your
personalised choices in respect of your Policy,
including (but not limited to): the Policy number, the
name of the Policy Owner(s) and the Life Insured(s),
the premium amount, all Benefit Sums Insured,
Charges and the initial choice of Funds.

Policy Value
The value of all Units held by the Policy.

Specified Country — Payment by the Policy under
some conditions identified within Critical lliness
Benefit ((ix) Coronary artery bypass grafts, (xx) HIV
infection and (xxv) Major organ transplant) are
limited by the country in which the Claim Event
takes place, or the country in which the Life Insured
is being treated.

The Specified Countries referred to in this instance
are:

Andorra, Australia, Austria, Bahrain, Belgium,
Bulgaria, Canada, Channel Islands, Croatia, Cyprus,
Czech Republic, Denmark, Estonia, Finland, France,
Germany, Gibraltar, Greece, Hong Kong, Hungary,
Isle of Man, Iceland, Italy, Japan, Kuwait, Latvia,
Liechtenstein, Lithuania, Luxembourg, Macau,
Malaysia, Malta, Monaco, Netherlands, New
Zealand, Norway, Oman, Poland, Portugal, Qatar,
Republic of Ireland, Republic of Macedonia,
Romania, San Marino, Saudi Arabia, Singapore,
Slovakia, Slovenia, Spain, South Africa, Sweden,
Switzerland, Turkey, United Arab Emirates, United
Kingdom, United States of America.

Claims for all other Critical lliness Benefit
conditions and all other Benefits are not
explicitly limited by the country in which the
Claim Event takes place.

Sum Insured

The amount specified in the Policy Schedule that we
will pay in the event of a claim for the appropriate
Benefit (unless otherwise stated in these Policy
Conditions), whilst the Policy and the appropriate
Benefit is in force.



Terminal lliness

An advanced or rapidly progressing incurable illness
where, in the opinion of an attending medical
practitioner acceptable to us and our Company
Medical Officer, the Life Insured'’s life expectancy is
no more than 12 months.

Unit

The equal portions into which a Fund is divided.
Vanishing Premium

This is an option where regular premiums can be
paid over a fixed period of time instead of for whole

of life. Where chosen, the Vanishing Premium term
is shown in the Policy Schedule.

Life Insured

There can be up to two Lives Insured. A Life Insured
does not have to be a Policy Owner as long as:

¢ the Life Insured agrees, and

e the Policy Owner can evidence an Insurable
Interest.

Once your Policy has started, an additional Life
Insured can be added to a single life Policy and the
Policy Basis can change to joint life first death or
joint life both death.

Policy and Benefit Term

The Policy is a whole of life Policy and has no
predetermined termination date. Life Cover, Aeroplane
Cover, Critical lliness Benefit or Cancer Cover remain
in place for whole of life. All other Benefits have
either a specific term or will end at the relevant Life
Insureds' age, as defined in these Policy Conditions.

Policy Commencement Date

This is the date on which your first premium is due.

Risk Commencement Date

This is the date on which we assume the risk for the
Benefits in your Policy.

Policy currency

All premiums, Charges, full or partial encashments
and claim payments will be expressed in the Policy
currency you choose when you apply for your Policy.

Benefits

Life Cover

Except for joint life last death Policies, and subject to
condition 20 we will pay the Sum Insured in respect
of Life Cover in either of the following
circumstances:

e on the death of the relevant Life Insured. Where
the Claim Event ends the Policy, we will pay the
higher of the Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover
or the Policy Value, or

e if the relevant Life Insured is diagnosed with a
Terminal lliness.

For joint life last death policies only, and subject to
condition 20 we will pay the higher of the Sum
Insured in respect of Life Cover or the Policy Value
on the death of the last Life Insured.

The Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover can be reduced
or fully extinguished as a result of claims for Terminal
lliness, Cancer Cover and Critical lliness Benefit.

Subject to these Policy Conditions a Life Cover claim
could also trigger separate claims for Accidental
Death Benefit, Aeroplane Cover, Fixed Term Income
Benefit and Family Income Benefit for the same
Claim Event, depending on whether these Benefits
apply to the relevant Life Insured at the time of the
Life Cover claim.

Aeroplane Cover

Subject to condition 20, we will pay the Sum Insured
in respect of Aeroplane Cover if the relevant Life
Insured dies directly, solely and independently of all
other causes, from bodily injury due to external
visible and accidental means within 90 days of a
fixed wing aircraft accident occurring, while the
relevant Life Insured was a fare paying or ticket
holding passenger travelling in a fully licensed
aircraft of a registered and regulated airline or
charter service.

An Aeroplane Cover claim is payable in addition to a
Life Cover claim for the same Claim Event.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a claim for
Accidental Death Benefit, Family Income Benefit and
Fixed Term Income Benefit may also be payable,
depending on whether these Benefits apply to the
relevant Life Insured at the time of the Claim Event.

The Sum Insured in respect of Aeroplane Cover can

be reduced or fully extinguished as a result of claims
for Terminal lliness, Cancer Cover and Critical lliness
Benefit.

Where there are multiple Zurich Policies for the
same Life Insured that include Aeroplane Cover, the
maximum amount payable under all Policies for the
same Claim Event for Aeroplane Cover cannot
exceed USD1,000,000, (or the currency equivalent
determined by us at that time).

Critical lllness Benefit
Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by us
where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more after:

e the Risk Commencement Date, or

¢ the date of any increase to the Benefit Sum
Insured (this only relates to the additional amount
of the Sum Insured), or

¢ the date the Benefit is added or reinstated to the
Policy.

Subject to condition 20 and the 90 day qualifying
period (as described in this condition), we will pay
the appropriate amount of the Sum Insured in
respect of Critical lliness Benefit if the relevant Life
Insured or Child is diagnosed with a critical illness,
or undergoes a medical procedure as set out in the
critical illness definitions in Appendix A of these
Policy Conditions.

The Sum Insured in respect of Critical lllness Benefit
can be completely removed as a result of a claim for
Terminal lliness.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a Critical lliness
Benefit claim could also trigger separate claims for
Permanent and Total Disability Benefit,
Hospitalisation Benefit, Dismemberment Benefit,
Terminal lliness and Waiver of Premium Benefit for
the same Claim Event, depending on whether these
Benefits apply to the relevant Life Insured at the
time of the Critical lliness Benefit claim.

Cancer Cover
Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted by us
where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more after:

¢ the Risk Commencement Date, or

¢ the date of any increase to the Benefit Sum
Insured (this only relates to the additional amount
of the Sum Insured), or

¢ the date the Benefit is added or reinstated to the
Policy.

Subject to condition 20 and the 90 day qualifying
period (as described in this condition), we will pay
the appropriate amount of the Sum Insured in
respect of Cancer Cover if the relevant Life Insured
or Child is diagnosed with an illness as set out in the
Cancer Cover definitions in Appendix B of these
Policy Conditions.

The Sum Insured in respect of Cancer Cover can be
completely removed from the Policy as a result of a
claim for Terminal lliness.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a Cancer Cover
claim could also trigger separate claims for
Permanent and Total Disability Benefit,
Hospitalisation Benefit, Dismemberment Benefit,
Terminal lliness and Waiver of Premium Benefit for
the same Claim Event, depending on whether these
Benefits apply to the Policy at the time of the
Cancer Cover claim.

8.5.

Waiver of Premium Benefit

In the circumstances set out below, this Benefit will
pay an amount up to the Sum Insured in respect of
Waiver of Premium Benefit in lieu of your regular
premiums due and you will not be obliged to make
premium payments. Subject to condition 21, the
Policy will remain in effect after the Claim Event.

Subject to condition 20, if at any premium due date
before the relevant Life Insured’s 70th birthday the
Life Insured becomes totally disabled (as described in
this condition) for a continuous period of at least six
months, and a Waiver of Premium Benefit claim is
accepted by us, we will apply the Sum Insured in
respect of Waiver of Premium Benefit to your Policy
in lieu of your regular premiums for as long as the
disability continues, or until the earlier of:

e your request to remove the Benefit from the
Policy, or

e your regular premium payment period comes to
an end, or

e your Policy is fully encashed, or

e the Life Insured recovers sufficiently to no longer
meet the claim definition described in this
condition, or

e your Policy comes to an end because of a
separate claim, such as a death claim, or because
it has Lapsed.

Totally disabled at the time of a Waiver of Premium
Benefit claim means either of the following:

i) For Lives Insured in gainful employment

A Life Insured shall be regarded as being
totally disabled if they are unable to (for
reward or otherwise) engage in their own
occupation, profession or business as well as
unable to engage in any other occupation to
which they are fitted by education, training or
experience, as a result of the disability; or

ii) For Lives Insured not in gainful
employment

A Life Insured shall be regarded as being totally
disabled if they are unable to perform at least
two activities of daily working, which are:

e Walking — the ability to walk more than
200 metres on the flat without stopping or
severe discomfort.

¢ Bending — the ability to get into or out of a
standard saloon car, or the ability to bend
or kneel to pick up a light object from the
floor and straighten up again.

e Communicating — the ability to answer the
telephone and take a message.

e Reading — having the eyesight required to
be able to read with corrective aids (if
required).

e \Writing — having the physical ability to
write legibly using a pen or pencil.

Only one Waiver of Premium Benefit claim is
allowed at any one time.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a Waiver
of Premium Benefit claim could also trigger
separate claims for Permanent and Total
Disability Benefit, Hospitalisation Benefit,
Dismemberment Benefit, Terminal Iliness,
Critical lliness Benefit and Cancer Cover for
the same Claim Event, depending on whether
these Benefits apply to the relevant Life
Insured at the time of the Waiver Premium
Benefit claim.

Waiver of Premium Benefit and the
accompanying Benefit Charge will stop on
the earlier of:

e the relevant Life Insured reaching age 70,
or

e if regular premiums stop, or

e on removal of this Benefit from the Policy,
or

e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Where there is an ongoing Waiver of
Premium Benefit claim and the relevant Life
Insured reaches age 70, the ongoing claim
will continue even though the Benefit and
Benefit Charge stop at age 70.

Permanent and Total Disability Benefit

Subject to condition 20, we will pay the Sum Insured
in respect of Permanent and Total Disability Benefit
as a single lump sum amount if the relevant Life
Insured is diagnosed as being permanently and
totally disabled before the Life Insured’s 70th
birthday, and has been so disabled for a continuous
period of at least 180 days.

Permanent and total disability at the time of a claim
means either of the following:

i) For Lives Insured in gainful employment

A Life Insured shall be regarded as having
permanent and total disability if they are
unable to (for reward or otherwise) engage in
their own occupation, profession or business
as well as unable to engage in any other
occupation to which they are fitted by
education, training or experience, as a result
of the disability. Permanent and total
disability in this instance means that, in the
opinion of an Appropriate Medical Specialist,

the disability is expected to remain with the
Life Insured for the rest of their life: or

ii) For Lives Insured not in gainful
employment

A Life Insured shall be regarded as having
permanent and total disability if they are
unable to perform at least two activities of
daily working, which are:

e Walking — the ability to walk more than
200 metres on the flat without stopping or
severe discomfort.

¢ Bending — the ability to get into or out of a
standard saloon car, or the ability to bend
or kneel to pick up a light object from the
floor and straighten up again.

e Communicating — the ability to answer the
telephone and take a message.

e Reading — having the eyesight required to
be able to read with corrective aids (if
required).

e \Writing — having the physical ability to
write legibly using a pen or pencil.

Permanent in this instance means that, in the
opinion of an Appropriate Medical Specialist,
the disability is expected to remain with the
Life Insured for the rest of their life.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a
Permanent and Total Disability Benefit claim
could also trigger separate claims for
Hospitalisation Benefit, Dismemberment
Benefit, Terminal lliness, Critical lliness
Benefit, Cancer Cover and Waiver of Premium
Benefit for the same Claim Event, depending
on whether these Benefits apply to the
relevant Life Insured at the time of the
Permanent and Total Disability Benefit claim.

Permanent and Total Disability Benefit and
the accompanying Benefit Charge will stop at
the earlier of:

e The relevant Life Insured reaching age 70, or

e on payment of a Permanent and Total
Disability Benefit claim (but only for the Life
Insured making the claim for joint life both
death Policies), or

e on removal of this Benefit from the Policy,
or

e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Family Income Benefit

Subject to condition 20, in the event of the death of
the relevant Life Insured within the Benefit Term, we
will pay the Sum Insured in respect of Family Income
Benefit as a series of annual payments for each of

the remaining years of the Benefit Term. The Benefit
Term is a fixed number of whole years commencing

from the Policy Commencement Date and is shown

in your Policy Schedule.

A Family Income Benefit claim is payable in addition
to a Life Cover claim for the same Claim Event.
Subject to these Policy Conditions, claims for
Accidental Death Benefit, Aeroplane Cover and
Fixed Term Income Benefit may also be payable for
the same Claim Event, depending on whether these
Benefits apply to the relevant Life Insured at the
time of the Family Income Benefit claim.

Family Income Benefit and the accompanying
Benefit Charge will stop at the earlier of:

¢ the end of the Benefit Term, or

¢ on the death of the Life Insured (but only for the
Life Insured making the claim for joint life both
death Policies), or

e on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or
e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Accidental Death Benefit

Subject to condition 20, we will pay the Sum Insured
in respect of Accidental Death Benefit if the relevant
Life Insured dies as a direct result of an accident,
provided that the death occurs within

30 days of the Claim Event and the Claim Event
occurs before the Life Insured’s 70th birthday.

An Accidental Death Benefit claim is payable in
addition to a Life Cover claim for the same Claim
Event.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a claim for
Aeroplane Cover, Family Income Benefit and Fixed
Term Income Benefit may also be payable,
depending on whether these Benefits apply to the
relevant Life Insured at the time of the Claim Event.

Accidental Death Benefit and the accompanying
Benefit Charge will stop at the earlier of:

¢ the relevant Life Insured reaching age 70, or

e on payment of an Accidental Death Benefit claim
(but only for the Life Insured making the claim for
joint life both death Policies), or

¢ on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or
e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Dismemberment Benefit

Subject to condition 20, if the Life Insured sustains
bodily injuries before age 70 solely, directly and
independently of all other causes through external,
violent, visible and accidental means and within 30
days of sustaining those injuries, suffers the loss of
sight or limb as a direct result of those injuries, we
will pay the following percentage of the Sum

Insured in respect of Dismemberment Benefit, as
long as the Life Insured survives the injuries and is
alive 30 days after the event that caused the injuries:

100% of the Sum
Insured in respect of
Dismemberment
Benefit

50% of the Sum
Insured in respect of
Dismemberment
Benefit

For loss of: For loss of:

e both hands, or

e poth feet, or

e sight in both eyes, or

e one hand and one foot,
or

e one foot and sight in
one eye, or

e one hand and sight in
one eye.

e one hand, or
e one foot, or
e sight in one eye.

Loss of a hand or foot means the loss by physical
severance at or above the wrist or ankle joints
respectively and loss of sight means total and
irrecoverable loss of sight.

The maximum amount payable by us, whether as a
result of one or more claims, cannot exceed the Sum
Insured in respect of Dismemberment Benefit.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a
Dismemberment Benefit claim could also trigger
separate claims for Permanent and Total Disability
Benefit, Hospitalisation Benefit, Waiver of Premium
Benefit, Terminal lliness, Critical lliness Benefit and
Cancer Cover for the same Claim Event, depending
on whether these Benefits apply to the relevant Life
Insured at the time of the Dismemberment Benefit
claim.

Dismemberment Benefit and the accompanying
Charge will stop at the earlier of:

¢ the relevant Life Insured reaching age 70, or

e on payment of the Sum Insured in respect of
Dismemberment Benefit (but only for the Life
Insured making the claim for joint life both death
Policies), or

e on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or
e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Hospitalisation Benefit
Claims under this Benefit will only be accepted
where the Claim Event occurs 90 days or more after:

¢ the Risk Commencement Date, or

e the date of any increase to the Benefit Sum
Insured (this only relates to the additional amount
of the Sum Insured), or

¢ the date the Benefit is added or reinstated to the
Policy.

Subject to condition 20 and the 90 day qualifying
period (described in this condition), we will pay the
Hospitalisation Benefit Sum Insured if the relevant
Life Insured is Hospitalised before their 70th
birthday for a minimum of four consecutive days
and a maximum of no more than 365 consecutive
days for the same Claim Event.

Claims are paid as a single lump sum payment for
the entire Hospitalisation period. The claim payment
is calculated as the Sum Insured in respect of
Hospitalisation Benefit multiplied by the total
number of days of Hospitalisation divided by seven.

If a period of Hospitalisation occurs within 30 days
of the end of a previous period of Hospitalisation,
this will be treated as a continuation of the previous
period of Hospitalisation.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a Hospitalisation
Benefit claim could also trigger separate claims for
Permanent and Total Disability Benefit, Waiver of
Premium Benefit, Dismemberment Benefit, Terminal
lliness, Critical lliness Benefit and Cancer Cover for
the same Claim Event, depending on whether these
Benefits apply to the relevant Life Insured at the
time of the Hospitalisation Benefit claim.

Hospitalisation Benefit and the accompanying
Charge will stop at the earlier of:

¢ the relevant Life Insured reaching age 70, or
¢ on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or
e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Where there is an ongoing Hospitalisation Benefit
claim and the relevant Life Insured reaches age 70,
the ongoing claim will continue even though the
Benefit and Benefit Charge stop at age 70.

Fixed Term Income Benefit

Subject to condition 20, in the event of the death of
the relevant Life Insured before their 70th birthday,
we will pay the Sum Insured in respect of Fixed Term
Income Benefit as a series of annual payments for
the Benefit Term specified in the Policy Schedule.
The Benefit Term is a fixed number of whole years
commencing from the date on which we agree to
pay the claim.

Subject to these Policy Conditions, a Fixed Term
Income Benefit claim could also trigger separate
claims for Accidental Death Benefit, Aeroplane
Cover and Family Income Benefit for the same Claim
Event, depending on whether these Benefits apply
to the relevant Life Insured at the time of the Fixed
Term Income Benefit claim.

Fixed Term Income Benefit and the accompanying
Benefit Charge will stop at the earlier of:

¢ the relevant Life Insured reaching age 70, or

e on the death of the Life Insured (but only for the
Life Insured making the claim for joint life both
death Policies), or

e on removal of this Benefit from the Policy, or
e the Policy becoming Lapsed.

Indexation

If indexation is selected, we will calculate the
increase to both the relevant Sum Insured and the
regular premiums due at the applicable indexation
rate and we will notify you of these changes prior to
each Policy anniversary.

Subject to conditions 27 and 41, the indexation rate
is fixed at 5% p.a. for the lifetime of your Policy.

Indexation increases to any Sum Insured will apply at
each subsequent Policy anniversary and are not
subject to any waiting/qualifying period.

Payment of the increased regular premium due will
be deemed to be acceptance of the indexation
increase. Payment of an amount less than this, or
equal to the regular premium before indexation will
be deemed to be a decline of the indexation option.

When calculating the indexation increase to Sum
Insured, we will round down to the next whole
currency unit.

When calculating the indexation increase to regular
premiums, we will round up to the next whole
currency unit.

We reserve the right to change the indexation rate
at our absolute discretion.

Indexation is not available or will cease to apply in
the following circumstances:

e When the Life Insured reaches age 70 (for joint
policies this is the oldest Life Insured).

e When regular premiums have stopped or are not
increased by the amount we request at any Policy
anniversary.

e Where any Benefit is not accepted by us at our
standard underwriting rates.

e Where a claim has been paid on the Policy for
any Benefit other than Hospitalisation Benefit.

e Where a Waiver of Premium Benefit claim is in
payment for any Life Insured.

¢ Where a Benefit has reached the maximum
amount available with the Policy.

e Where the indexation increase (in respect of
regular premium due) has been declined on two
successive Policy anniversaries.

If the Policy Owner requests to add or re-instate
indexation after the Policy Commencement Date,
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we reserve the right to request evidence of health
and any other information we may need to consider
the request at the time.

Life event increase option

This option will only apply if it is shown in your
Policy Schedule as being applicable to you.

For the life events described below, you can increase
your Benefits with no requirement for further
underwriting.

You may use this option as many times as you like
provided that:

e the total Sum Insured for all life event option
increases for your Policy does not exceed the
lower of 25% of the original Benefit Sum Insured
or USD100,000 (or relevant currency equivalent);
and

e you must make use of the option before the Life
Insured’s 55th birthday (for a joint life Policy this
would apply to the oldest Life Insured); and

e you have not made or are not eligible to make a
claim on the Policy; and

e the increase takes effect within 90 days of the life
event occurring; and

e you send us the evidence of the life event that we
need, as outlined below.

The maximum Benefit increase limit specified above
applies to each Policy, not to each separate Life
Insured.

Changing the Benefits or Benefit Sum
Insured

We have the right to reduce any of the Benefit Sums
Insured in accordance with these Policy Conditions.

You can choose to reduce any of the Benefit Sums
Insured or remove any Additional Benefit at any
Policy anniversary or regular premium due date
without us requiring any underwriting evidence,
subject to any minimum Benefit amounts set by us
from time to time.

You can ask us to increase any Benefit Sum Insured
or add any Additional Benefit to the Policy, subject
to any underwriting evidence we require and subject
to any maximum Benefit amounts applicable at the
time.

We will assess the underwriting evidence and will
either:

e accept the increase or addition at standard rates,
or

e apply special terms to the increase or addition, or
* apply exclusions to the increase or addition, or
e postpone or decline the increase or addition.

Where accepted, an increase to a Sum Insured or
the addition of a Benefit will take effect from the
1st of the month following our decision and any
associated Benefit Charges will commence from this
date.

The Units and Funds

Units

The policy is unit linked, which means that we
maintain a Unit account to determine your Policy
Value from day to day. The Units do not give you
ownership of the underlying assets of the Funds,
which belong to us.

We use your premiums to add Units in your chosen
Funds to the Unit account. We will also add Units to
your Policy in respect of any applicable Loyalty
Bonus.

We deduct Units from the Unit account to pay for
the Policy Charges, to pay for partial and full
encashments and to pay towards claims in some
circumstances (as described in Appendix C). We will
determine the dates on which we deduct Units from
your Unit account in respect of our charges.

We will add Units to, or deduct Units from your Unit
account as soon as reasonably practicable following
our acceptance of instructions from you and receipt
of your premium, where relevant. We will use the

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Unit prices and exchange rates effective on the date
of the transaction to calculate the number of Units
we add to, or deduct from your Unit account.
Where a Unit transaction involves more than one
Fund, Units will be added or deducted across all
Funds on a single transaction date.

The number of Units in any transaction will be
rounded to 3 decimal places and any rounding
adjustments accrue to us.

The Funds

Your Policy Schedule will show your initial choice of
Funds and your investment strategy, which may
change based on your instructions.

Funds are normally priced daily on each working day
in the Isle of Man.

Fund information is available on www.zurich.ae.

We may change the Funds that are available at our
absolute discretion.

Switching Funds
You can change your choice of Funds at any time;
this is known as switching.

Switch requests received and accepted before our
dealing cut-off time (which can vary at our absolute
discretion) will be processed on the next Isle of Man
working day.

Any switches received after our dealing cut-off time
will be deemed to have been received on the next
working day in our Isle of Man office.

How we calculate your policy value
The Policy Value is determined by your chosen Funds
and will rise and fall in line with these investments.

Your Policy Value on any given date is calculated by
multiplying the number of Units in your Unit
account by the Unit price using any applicable
currency exchange rates. We use the latest available
Unit price and currency exchange rate if applicable,
which may both fluctuate daily.

Deferral of adding or deducting units

We reserve the right to defer adding Units to or
deducting Units from your Policy where there are
reasonable grounds to do so. In these situations the
Unit price obtained and any applicable exchange
rate will reflect the deferral.

Deferral of payment

We reserve the right to defer any payment to you if
payment to us has been deferred for any reason by
the Fund Manager.

In the event of deferral, we will only make the
payment to you when it has been received by us.

There will be no interest payable in respect of a
deferred payment.

Premiums

Paying premiums

You must pay any charge your bank or any other
financial institution charge for you paying the
premiums.

Your premium will only be deemed to have been
accepted on completion of our business, legal and
regulatory requirements.

We can refuse to accept your premium to avoid
breaking any anti-money laundering regulations or
any other laws and regulations that apply in Bahrain
and Qatar, the Isle of Man or any other relevant
jurisdiction.

If we receive an amount that is less than the regular
premium we expected to receive, we will only use
the amount received to calculate how many Units
to add to your Unit account.

Increases to regular premiums

You can increase your regular premium by
contacting us directly, or through your financial
adviser.

Depending on the amount of the increase, we may
need more information which we will let you know
at the time.

Following receipt and acceptance by us of your
request, the first increased premium will be due on
the next premium due date.

If Waiver of Premium Benefit applies to your Policy,
an increase in your regular premium will increase the
Sum Insured in respect of Waiver of Premium
Benefit. This may be subject to further evidence of
health and insurability as specified by us at the time
and once we have assessed the evidence we will:

e add the increase in Benefit at standard rates, or
e add the increase in Benefit at special terms, or
e postpone or decline the increase in Benefit.

Decreases in regular premium

You can ask to decrease your regular premium
amount by contacting us directly, or through your
financial adviser. Any decrease in premium is subject
to the applicable minimum premium at that time,
which can be obtained from us using our contact
details in condition 48.

Following receipt and acceptance by us of the
request, the first decreased premium will be due on
the next premium due date.

If Waiver of Premium Benefit applies to your Policy,
the Benefit and the Charge will be decreased in line
with the new premium amount.
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Additional single premiums

At our absolute discretion, you can pay an additional
single premium at any time, subject to these Policy
Conditions and any minimum premium
requirements at that time.

Stopping regular premiums

If you stop paying regular premiums and your

Policy has no Policy Value, then your Policy will
come to an end and all your Benefits will stop.

If you stop paying regular premiums and your
Policy has a Policy Value, then, your Policy will
become Paid Up. If your Policy includes Waiver
of Premium Benefit, then this will cease to
apply and the associated Benefit Charge will
no longer be deducted from the Policy. All
other Benefits will remain in place and all
Charges will continue to be deducted while
the Policy is Paid Up. A Paid Up Policy will
come to an end and all the Benefits will stop if
the Policy Value falls to zero.

Restarting regular premiums

You can start paying regular premiums again by
contacting us directly, or through your financial adviser.
We may require some information from you, but we
will let you know what is required at that time.

Following our acceptance of your request, the next
regular premium will be due on the next premium due
date. Any applicable Nil Allocation Period will recommence
for the appropriate part of your regular premium.

You can choose to pay any previously unpaid regular
premiums and any Units will ordinarily be allocated
to your Unit account using the next available price.

If you previously had and want to re-instate Waiver
of Premium Benefit, or wish to add Waiver of
Premium Benefit to your Policy, we will require
further evidence of health and other underwriting
information which will need to be supplied at your
own expense. We will assess the evidence and at
our absolute discretion we will:

e add this Benefit at standard rates, or
¢ add this Benefit at special terms, or

e postpone or decline this Benefit.

Lapsed Policy

Where a Policy Value falls to zero and is no
longer able to sustain the Benefit and Policy
charges, the Policy will end.

Within 12 months of the date of Lapse, you
may ask us to reinstate your Policy by
contacting us directly, or through your
financial adviser. We will let you know at the
time what further evidence of health or other

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underwriting information we require, which
will need to be supplied at your own expense.

You must pay all previously unpaid regular
premiums and any Units will ordinarily be
allocated to your Unit account using the next
available price.

We will assess the evidence and at our
absolute discretion we may:

e reinstate the Policy with all of the applicable
Benefits at standard rates, or

¢ reinstate the Policy but with some of the
applicable Benefits accepted on special
terms, or declined, or postponed, or apply
exclusions to specific Benefits, or

e decline to reinstate the Policy.

A Policy will not be reinstated from Lapse
more than once.

Note that the Life Event Increase Option is
removed from reinstated Policies.

Loyalty bonus

From the 121st month after the Policy
Commencement Date and each month thereafter, a
loyalty bonus will be applied to the Policy at a rate
of 0.04167% of the Policy Value each month (this
equates to 0.5% of the Policy Value per year).

Charges

Regular Premium Charge

Before allocating Units to your Unit account, we
deduct an amount from each regular premium
received and the amount we deduct is shown in the
Policy Schedule.

The Charge is expressed as a percentage of the
regular premium amount, and the percentage varies
over time.

Nil Allocation Period

For regular premium Policies only, at the start
of the Policy, all of your regular premiums are
retained by us and do not allocate any Units to
your Unit account. This is the Nil Allocation
Period.

The Nil Allocation Period will end once the
applicable number of regular premiums has
been received, or waived in the event of a
Waiver of Premium Benefit claim. The Policy
will not Lapse during this initial Nil Allocation
Period, as long as all regular premiums are
paid when due for the amount specified in the
Policy Schedule.
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Subsequent Nil Allocation Periods will apply to
any increase in the regular premium amount
and will end once the applicable number of
increased regular premiums has been received,
or waived in the event of a Waiver of Premium
Benefit claim.

Single Premium Charge

Before allocating Units to your Unit account, we
deduct an amount from each single premium
received and the amount we deduct is shown in
the Policy Schedule. The Charge is expressed as
a percentage of the single premium amount.

Benefit Charges

All Benefit Charges will be deducted on the first day
of each month, by cancelling Units in proportion to
the value of your chosen Funds. We will calculate
the monthly cost of providing the Benefits
applicable to your Policy using rates that we
determine to be equitable, and to reflect the
necessary mortality, morbidity and other relevant
factors (including, when appropriate, the age,
country of residence, nationality, gender, occupation,
medical history and smoker status of the Life Insured).

Policy Charge

This Charge is shown in the Policy Schedule and will
be deducted on the 1st of each month by
cancellation of Units in proportion to the value of
your chosen Funds.

Annual Fund Management Charge

An Annual Fund Management Charge is not an
explicit Policy deduction; it is a deduction made by
the Fund Manager from the underlying Fund assets
before calculating the Fund price.

The Charge can vary by Fund and is expressed as a
yearly percentage amount. The Annual Fund
Management Charge for each of the available Funds
is shown in our current Fund information and may
be obtained from us on request.

Mirror Fund Charge

Where the Zurich Mirror Funds are selected, an
additional Charge is deducted by us from the
underlying Fund assets before calculating the Fund
price. The amount of the Charge is shown in the
Policy Schedule.

Currency Exchange Charge
A Currency Exchange Charge will be made by us
when:

e we receive premiums in a different currency to
the Policy Currency, or

e e add or deduct Units in a Fund(s) in a different
currency to the Policy Currency, or

e we make payments from the Policy (including
claims) in a different currency to the Policy
Currency.

In these circumstances we will determine the
exchange rate used at the time. A Currency
Exchange Charge is not an explicit Policy deduction;
it is incorporated within the currency exchange rates
we use for each transaction.

We do not apply a Currency Exchange Charge when
deducting our Charges from the Policy.

Currency Switch Charge

When Units are switched into or from Funds where
the currency of each Fund is different, a Charge will
be made on the net amount moved between each
different currency during the switch transaction. The
amount of the Charge is shown in the Policy
Schedule.

The Currency Switch Charge will be deducted from
the Policy immediately after the switch has been
processed. We determine the exchange rate used at
the time. We do not deduct a Currency Switch
Charge when deducting our Charges from the
Policy.

Trust Charge

This is an optional charge that will only apply if you
have chosen to place your Policy within an
appropriate Zurich approved trust arrangement. If
applicable, the amount of the charge is shown in
your Policy Schedule and will be deducted on the
1st of each month by cancellation of Units in
proportion to the value of your chosen Funds.

Changes to Charges

We reserve the right to change the Charges, or
introduce new Charges, to the extent reasonably
required to cover:

i) Product and Fund Charges:

e increases in administration and other costs,
which we reasonably incur, and/or

e the cost of additional Charges, levies or
taxes which apply to your Policy or to us as
a whole, and/or

e any additional costs associated with
changes to legislative or regulatory
requirements.

ii) Benefit Charges:
e Changes in long term claims experience.

e Increases in any underlying expenses,
including reinsurance charges.

® The impact of medical advances in the
treatment and/or cure of applicable
mortality and morbidity risks

We will give you at least three months’ notice
in writing of any change in the Charges, or
introduction of new Charges, unless that is
not reasonably possible in the circumstances.
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Fund Charges taken by the Fund Manager
are not within our control and they are
subject to change at the discretion of the
Fund Manager.

Policy Value

The Policy may build up a Policy Value, which is
payable on the full encashment of the Policy.

The Policy Value will fluctuate over time, based on
the premiums received, Charges made by us, the

performance of your chosen Funds and any partial
encashments and/or Claim Event payments made.

e We will send you a valuation statement each year
on your Policy anniversary, or you can contact us
to request a valuation at any time using the
details in condition 48.

e You can also access your Policy by registering
on ZIO (Zurich International Online) at
https://www.zurich.ae using your Policy number,
email address, gender and data of birth.

Partial encashment

You can ask for a partial encashment as long as the
Policy has a Policy Value. The partial encashment
amount will be subject to a minimum remaining Policy
Value required by us at the time, which can be obtained
from us using our contact details in condition 48.

Subject to conditions 12.5 and 12.6, we reserve the
right at our absolute discretion to defer or refuse
any partial encashment request(s). Such discretion
will be exercised reasonably.

We will reduce the Life Cover, and where necessary
Aeroplane Cover, Critical lliness Benefit or Cancer
Cover Sums Insured by the amount of the partial
encashment.

Full encashment

You can ask for a full encashment at any time as
long as the Policy has a Policy Value. Following
receipt of your instruction and any other
requirements we may need, we will sell all the
remaining Units in your chosen Fund or Funds.

Subject to conditions 12.5 and 12.6, we reserve at
our absolute discretion the right to defer or refuse
any full encashment requests. Such discretion will be
exercised reasonably.

After we have received and accepted your full
encashment request, your Policy will end.

Benefit claims

Making a claim

In the event of a claim, the claimant should
contact us within the specified timelines given
below. Our contact details are in condition 48.

Death claims should be notified to us within
180 days from the date of the death of the Life
Insured and all other claims should be notified
to us within 90 days from the date of the Claim
Event. Failure to notify a claim in time will not
invalidate the claim if a satisfactory reason for
the delay in notification of the claim along with
the satisfactory documents to support the
Claim Event are provided to us.

The longer it takes to notify us of the Claim
Event, the more difficult it may be to sufficiently
investigate the claim circumstances and
process the claim.

When we are notified of a claim, we will let
the claimant know what information we will
need to be able to fully assess the claim.

For joint life both death Policies we may at our
absolute discretion apportion the Policy Value
between the two Lives Insured for the
purposes of processing the claim.

Details of the impact of claims on the Policy
can be found in Appendix C.

For full details of how claims in respect of any
of the available Benefits affect the Policy,
please refer to Appendix C of these Policy
Conditions.

Funeral coverage

In the event of a death claim we can pay an
immediate advance of the claim of up to USD 7,500
(or currency equivalent) towards immediate funeral
costs. This payment is made at our absolute
discretion and will only be made where we have
received sufficient evidence of a death claim and we
can verify the identity of the Beneficiary.

Exclusions applying to all Benefits

In addition to any Policy specific exclusion
clauses listed in your Policy Schedule, we will
not pay a claim if it is directly or indirectly
attributable to:

e the Life Insured knowingly or recklessly
failing to disclose or deliberately
misrepresenting any fact when applying for
the Policy, or an increase to a Benefit, or for
a reinstatement of the Policy or any Benefit.
The nondisclosure or misrepresentation is
such that it would cause us to:
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- totally decline a Benefit applied for; or

— accept a Benefit applied for in whole or in
part with an additional premium payable
and/or an exclusion clause on a Benefit;

— accept Life Cover on some terms but to
decline one or more Additional Benefits.

¢ the Life Insured’s active involvement in:

— terrorism or conspiracy to commit
terrorism which includes any activity
that jeopardises the continuance of
human life or causes damage to
property;

— war or warlike operations (whether
war is declared or not);

— invasion, hostilities, mutiny, riot,
civil commotion, civil war, rebellion,
insurrection or the usurping of
government power;

— an act committed by a foreign enemy;

— any activity (military or otherwise) or
conspiracy that causes or leads to the
proclamation of martial law or a state
of siege.

¢ the Life Insured committing suicide (whether
sane or insane) within:

— 12 months of the Risk Commencement
Date; or

— 12 months of the date of re-instatement
of the Policy; or

— 12 months of an increase in Life Cover,
Accidental Death Benefit, Family Income
Benefit or Fixed Term Income Benefit, or

— 12 months of an addition of Accidental
Death Benefit, Family Income Benefit or
Fixed Term Income Benefit to the Policy.

¢ the Life Insured intentionally causing a
self-inflicted injury or attempting suicide
(whether sane or insane).

¢ a criminal act perpetrated by:
- the Life Insured; or

— the Policy Owner or any Beneficiary
against the Life Insured.

¢ addiction to, abuse or misuse of alcohol or
non-prescribed drugs.

We will not pay a claim if the Claim Event:

e does not exactly meet the definition of the
Benefit in these Policy Conditions, or

When your Policy ends

Your Policy will end and no further Benefits
will be payable, except as expressly provided
in these Policy Conditions, on the earlier of:

¢ a claim in the event of the death of the
relevant Life Insured, under the Policy Basis
applicable to your Policy, or

¢ when you fully encash your Policy, or

e when your Policy Lapses.

Beneficiary nomination

You may nominate a Beneficiary to receive the
amount paid on the death of the Life Insured. This
nomination can be revoked at a future date and you
may also nominate a replacement Beneficiary at any
time prior to the death of the Life Insured.

The nomination of a Beneficiary shall not affect the
rights and obligations of you or us, in respect of the
Policy or these Policy Conditions.

Any Assignment or other transfer of the Policy to a
third party shall automatically revoke any existing
Beneficiary nomination.

Any payment to a Beneficiary is subject to our
consent.

Assigning your Policy

If your Policy is Assigned (legally transferred) to a
new Policy Owner you must give us prior written
notice of such change to your Policy. The
Assignment will not be acknowledged by us until
we receive such written notice.

Each new Policy Owner must promptly provide an
accurate self-certification regarding the
jurisdiction(s) in which the new Policy Owner is a tax
resident, and provide any other documentary
evidence and information we ask for.

In addition to the actions described herein, failure to
provide us with such written notice, or provide us
the full information we need may impair the rights
of the new Policy Owner under the Policy or result
in us at our absolute discretion ending the Policy.

If you Assign your Policy it will invalidate any existing
Beneficiary nomination.

Addition of a new Policy Owner

If a Policy Owner is added to the Policy the original
Policy Owner must give us prior written notice of
such change to the Policy.

Each additional Policy Owner must promptly provide
an accurate self-certification regarding the
jurisdiction(s) in which the additional Policy Owner is
a tax resident, and provide any documentary
evidence and information we ask for.

In addition to the actions described herein, failure to
provide us with such notice, or provide us the full
information we need may impair the rights of the
Policy Owner under the Policy or result in us at our
absolute discretion ending the Policy.

Anti-Money Laundering Regulations

You must supply us with any such information or
documents that we request in order to comply with
the Anti-Money Laundering Regulations in Bahrain
and Qatar, the Isle of Man or any other relevant
jurisdiction.

The Policy will only commence or pay the proceeds
of a claim when you or your representative(s) have
provided all the information required by us that
complies with the regulations. Failure to provide
such information will delay or prohibit the allocation
of premiums, processing encashments or the
payment of claims.

Context

Throughout the Policy where the context allows,
words in the singular shall include the plural, the
masculine gender shall include the feminine, and
vice versa.
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Changes to these Policy Conditions

To the extent that any change is proportionate and
reasonably required, we may alter these Policy
Conditions to take into account a decision by a
court, governmental body, ombudsman, regulator,
industry body or other similar body or to take
account of changes to law, taxation, official
guidance, or applicable codes of practice.

We will give notice to you of any changes to
these Policy Conditions three months before
the change takes place where it is possible to
do so. Where this is not possible, we will give
notice to you as soon as we reasonably can.

Incorrect date of birth of the Life Insured

If the date of birth of a Life Insured stated in the
Policy Schedule is not correct due to information
provided when you applied for the Policy or on any
other supporting documentation, we reserve the
right to make an adjustment to the amount of any
Benefit payable or premium charged.

If we would not have offered terms for a
Benefit based on the correct age, we wiill
cancel the Benefit from the Policy from outset
and refund any proportion of premiums for the
Benefit paid, without interest.

If we would have offered a Benefit based on the
correct age, we will alter either the Benefit Sum
Insured or the premium chargeable for the correct
age from the Policy Commencement Date.

Law and Interpretation

The Policy is governed by, and shall be construed in
accordance with, the laws of Bahrain and Qatar and
we will submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of
any competent legal authority in Bahrain and Qatar
with respect of any litigation arising out of the
Policy.

In the event of any conflict between the Arabic
version or the English version of these Policy
Conditions, the Arabic version shall prevail as
stipulated in the laws of Bahrain and Qatar.

The Policy and these Policy Conditions shall not be
enforceable by any person who is not a party to the
Policy, except to enable a Beneficiary to make a valid
claim.

Your Policy has been designed to meet legal and
regulatory requirements for customers resident in
Bahrain and Qatar. Should you or the Life Insured
move to another country during the term of the
Policy, it may no longer be suitable. Laws and
regulations in a different country may affect our
ability to continue to service the Policy in accordance
with these Policy Conditions and we may no longer
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be able to provide any of the Benefits under the
Policy.

The Policy and these Policy Conditions shall not be
enforceable by any person who is not a party to the
Policy, except to enable a Beneficiary to make a valid
claim.

In the event of the death of a relevant Life Insured,
if there is no nominated Beneficiary, we may require
(at our absolute discretion) the executor(s) or
administrator(s) of the Life Insured’s estate to apply
to a Court for probate in any relevant jurisdiction
including the Isle of Man.

Notices to us

We will not accept any instruction request or notice in
respect of the Policy unless it is received by us in writing
or other acceptable forms of communication from you.

Exchanging information for international tax
compliance purposes

Under laws and regulations relating to exchanging
information abroad for tax purposes, including the
US Foreign account Tax Compliance Act (FATCA)
and laws and regulations associated with it, we must
apply certain procedures to identify the tax residency
(or residencies) of certain people related to your Policy
(that is, where they are registered for tax purposes).

You, and any person entitled to:

e receive the proceeds of the Policy;

e change the Beneficiary; or

e carry out other actions relating to your Policy;

must, if we ask, give us an accurate self-certification
about where their tax residency is and, if
appropriate, provide any evidence and information
we ask for.

Reporting to tax authorities

By law, we must regularly report certain information
about all Policy Owners (including names, addresses,
dates of birth and financial details relating to your
Policy) to the appropriate tax authorities or other
authorities stated by law.

Termination right due to regulatory
exposure

If you move to another country and/or if your
tax residency changes or differs from the
information provided in a self-certification of
tax residency or in documentation provided in
connection with your Policy, when you provide
that self-certification or documentation you
must give us written notice prior to such
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change but no later than within 30 days of
such change.

Please note that should you move to another
country you may no longer be eligible to make
payments into your Policy or to make
investment decision relating to your Policy. The
local laws and regulations of the jurisdiction to
which you may move may affect our ability to
continue to service your Policy in accordance
with these Policy Conditions. Therefore, we
reserve all rights to take any steps that we
deem appropriate, including the right to cancel
your Policy with immediate effect.

Changing tax residency

If your tax residency changes, you must give
us written notice, before the change if
reasonably possible, and no later than within
the 30 days after the change.

If your tax residency changes, you may no
longer be eligible to make payments into your
Policy or to make investment decisions relating
to your Policy. The local laws and regulations
of your new tax residency may affect our
ability to continue to provide your Policy in
line with these Policy Conditions. If this
happens, we can take any steps necessary,
including the right to cancel your Policy
immediately.

Payment restrictions

We make payments under your Policy, such as
partial or full encashments and Benefit claims
to you or the Beneficiary. We can only make
these payments by electronic transfer to a
bank account that is held in your name or the
Beneficiary’s name and is in the same place as
your or their tax residency.

We may make an exception to this restriction
after we have assessed the facts and
circumstances.

Under no circumstances will we make any
payments in cash (bank notes) to US residents.

Non co-operating Policy Owner and
conditional payment

If we believe that the most recent self-certification
or details of tax residency may no longer be reliable
or accurate, you must promptly provide a new
self-certification and other supporting documents
we ask for.

We can take any steps we consider necessary
(including the right not to make payments until we
have received satisfactory information and
documents, or to immediately cancel the Policy), if:
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e you or a Beneficiary did not provide the self-
certification, evidence or information we asked
for within the time we gave;

e we discover that you or a Beneficiary provided an
incorrect or incomplete self-certification; or

e we discover that any other information or evidence
provided to us was inaccurate or incomplete.

In these circumstances, we may also report to the
appropriate tax authority or other authorities.

Taxation

We do not provide any tax advice. Any
information relating to applicable tax laws and
regulations is of a general nature only.

This Policy is designed for Policy Owners who are
resident in Bahrain and Qatar. If you decide to live
outside of Bahrain or Qatar after this Policy has
been issued, and if you have questions or wish to
receive additional information with respect to any of
the provisions set forth above we recommend you
obtain independent advice.

We reject any responsibility or liability whatsoever
for any adverse tax consequences that may arise in
respect of your Policy and/or payments made under
your Policy as a result of you changing your country
of residency.

Sanctions

Trade or economic sanctions (penalties or
restrictions set by governments), laws and
regulations apply to all payments to and from
the Policy. We will not provide any services or
benefits, including but not limited to accepting
premiums, paying claims or making other
payments, if this would break any relevant
trade or economic sanctions, laws and
regulations.

We may end your Policy if you, or any person
authorised to act for you, carry out an activity
which trade or economic sanctions, laws and
regulations apply to.

Compliance with laws and regulations

We may have obligations (‘Legal Obligations’) now
or in the future in relation to this Policy:

e imposed on us by foreign or local law or
regulation;

e arising from agreements and registrations we
make with foreign or local governmental,
regulatory and taxation agencies.
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Legal Obligations can, directly or indirectly, affect a
range of individuals or entities ('Affected Person')
including an individual or entity who at any time in
the past, present or future is or was:

¢ the Life Insured;
e the Policy Owner;
¢ a Beneficiary of the Policy;

e entitled to access the Policy’s cash value or
change a Beneficiary of the Policy;

e entitled to receive a payment under the Policy on
its maturity, or who at any time had a vested
entitlement to payment;

e connected or associated with, or capable of
exercising effective control over, any of the above
who is not an individual (such as a company, a
partnership, an association or a trustee, settlor or
Beneficiary of a trust).

Legal Obligations relating to this Policy derive from
the laws of various countries addressing a range of
matters including, but not limited to, taxation, social
security, anti-money laundering and counter-
terrorism measures, and which change over time.
To comply with Legal Obligations, we may need to:

e identify and obtain information about an
Affected Person’s status under foreign and local
law, e.g. its taxpayer status;

e supply information about Affected Persons, the
Policy and its value to local or foreign governmental,
regulatory and taxation agencies;

e obtain a data privacy law waiver from Affected
Persons;

e withhold or deduct amounts from the value of
the Policy and amounts to be credited to it, such
as on account of foreign taxation;

o refuse requests to process transfers of ownership
of the Policy;

¢ refuse to perform some of our obligations
specified elsewhere in the Policy contract,
including to the point that we may no longer be
able to provide some or all of its Benefits;

¢ modify the terms and conditions of this Policy
without Policy Owner consent to comply with
future Legal Obligations or future changes to
current Legal Obligations;

e end the Policy;

¢ take (or not take) any other action in relation to
the Policy.

As an example, we are required under the U.S.
Foreign Account Tax Compliance Act and the U.S.
regulations issued thereunder to identify Policy

Owners and other Affected Persons that are U.S.
citizens, U.S. residents for U.S. tax purposes, certain
specified U.S. entities or entities owned by U.S.
persons and to periodically report certain
information to the U.S. Internal Revenue Service.

Our Legal Obligations can apply in respect of any
Affected Person who is a past, current or future
resident, citizen, or tax payer as defined by the law
of the country of residence of the Policy Owner or
another country. A place of birth outside the
country of residence of the Policy Owner or an
Affected Person advising us of a new or changed
mailing address (including postal or ‘in care of"),
residential address, telephone or other contact
details, standing funds transfer instruction, or the
appointment of an attorney or agent are some of
the other factors that can cause the Legal
Obligations to apply.

It is a condition of this Policy that:

e the Policy Owner must reside at the address
provided on the Policy application form at the
date the Policy is issued;

e the Policy Owner must provide all information we
ask for in relation to an Affected Person
completely and correctly and within the
timeframes we specify;

e the Policy Owner must notify us before an
Affected Person becomes a resident or citizen of
another country and upon any alteration to their
taxation status;

e we have the right to charge to the Policy Owner
any amounts withheld as required to comply with
any Legal Obligation and any associated costs;

e we have the right and authority to take (or not
take) any action that we consider necessary to
comply with all Legal Obligations (as amended
from time to time) that we consider affect this
Policy.

Force majeure

No liability shall arise if we are prevented from

fulfilling our obligations under your Policy by reason
of any circumstances beyond our reasonable control
which could be construed as a force majeure event.

These include (but are not limited to) an act of God,
war, national emergency, fire, flood, earthquake,
strike or industrial action, change of law or
regulation, or other events of a similar or different
kind. On the occurrence of a force majeure event,
we shall be excused for a period equal to the delay
resulting from the force majeure event and such
additional period as may be reasonably necessary to
allow us to resume performance.

General right to make changes

The contract of insurance between you and us is

based on the laws and regulations that applied at
the time we entered into it. If any relevant law or
regulation changes (particularly because your tax
residency or the country you live in has changed),
and as a result we cannot continue to provide the
Policy without there being a substantial negative

effect on us, we are entitled to:

e change these Policy Conditions as we consider
necessary to meet the changed law or regulation,
without your permission; or

e immediately end your Policy.

We will give you advance notice, whenever it is
reasonably possible to do so, about the changes in
these Policy Conditions. If we need to end your
Policy in accordance with these Policy Conditions,
we will send you a ‘termination notice’ and the
contract will end in line with that termination notice.

Rights of third parties

Any Beneficiary who becomes entitled to payment of
any Benefit shall have the right to enforce the terms of
your Policy as a third party in accordance with the Isle
of Man Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 2001.
The terms of your Policy may be amended or varied
between you and us without the Beneficiary’s consent.

The Isle of Man Policyholders’
Compensation Fund

Under the Isle of Man's Life Assurance
(Compensation of Policyholders) Regulations 1991, if
we cannot meet our obligations to our Policy
Owners because we have become insolvent, the Isle
of Man Financial Services Authority will pay you an
amount up to 90% of our liability, subject to
regulations, under the Policy, from the Policyholders'
Compensation Fund. The Policyholders'
Compensation Fund provides protection to all Policy
Owners, no matter where they live.

The Policyholders' Compensation Fund would be
funded by a levy (tax charge) on the assets of the
Isle of Man Life Assurance Companies who are still
solvent. As a result, if we ever need to pay a levy to
the Policyholders' Compensation Fund, we can take
an amount of no more than 2% of Policy Value at
the time.

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Right to cancel

You have the right to cancel your Policy, a
regular premium increase or an additional
single premium and obtain a refund of any
premiums paid by giving a written notice to
us using the address in condition 48.

The cancellation will be processed as stated
below:

e The notice to cancel the Policy must be
signed by all Policy Owners and returned to
us within 30 days from the day you received
your policy documents.

e Where applicants are at separate addresses
the cancellation notice will only be issued to
the address of the first applicant.

e You can cancel your Policy before you
receive your policy documents by contacting
us or your financial professional.

e If regular premiums have been paid into the
Policy, and the Policy Owner exercises their
right to cancel, we will refund the regular
premiums paid.

e If a single premium has been paid into the
Policy and the Policy Owner decides to cancel,
and there has been a fall in the Policy Value
when we received the request to cancel, this
amount will be deducted from the refund.

We may require additional time to pay the
cancellation value as all Fund trades have to
be completed.

Appendix A — Critical lllness

Critical illness means any one of the following:

i) Aorta graft surgery — for disease and
trauma
The undergoing of surgery for disease or
following traumatic injury to the aorta with
excision and surgical replacement of a portion
of the diseased aorta with a graft.

The term aorta includes the thoracic and
abdominal aorta but not its branches.

For the above definition, the following is
not covered:

¢ any other surgical procedures for
example the insertion of stents or
endovascular repair.

ii) Aplastic anaemia - resulting in
permanent symptoms

Bone marrow failure that results in
permanent anaemia, neutropenia and
thrombocytopenia requiring as a minimum
one of the following treatments:

e marrow stimulating agents;
e bone marrow transplant;

* blood transfusion;

e immunosuppressive agents.

The diagnosis must be confirmed by a
haematologist.

For the above definition the following
are not covered:

e other forms of anaemia.

Bacterial meningitis - resulting in
permanent symptoms

The unequivocal diagnosis of bacterial
meningitis resulting in permanent
neurological deficit with persisting clinical
symptoms or physical deficit.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

e other forms of meningitis, including
viral meningitis.

Benign brain tumour - resulting in
permanent symptoms

A non-malignant tumour or cyst in the brain,
cranial nerves or meninges within the skull,
resulting in permanent neurological deficit
with persisting clinical symptoms.

The requirement for permanent neurological
deficit with persisting clinical symptoms will
be waived if the benign brain tumour is
surgically removed.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

e tumours in the pituitary gland;

e angiomas.

Blindness — permanent and irreversible

Permanent and irreversible loss of sight to the
extent that even when tested with the use of
visual aids, vision is measured at 3/60 or worse
in the better eye using a Snellen eye chart.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

¢ deliberate injury to the Life Insured
by a Policy Owner;

¢ intentional self-inflicted injury.

Cancer - excluding less advanced cases

Any malignant tumour positively diagnosed
with histological confirmation and
characterised by the uncontrolled growth of
malignant cells and invasion of tissue.

The term malignant tumour includes leukaemia,
sarcoma and lymphoma except cutaneous
lymphoma (lymphoma confined to the skin).

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

e All cancers which are histologically
classified as any of the following:

— pre-malignant;
— non-invasive;
— cancer in situ;

— having either borderline malignancy;
or

- having low malignant potential.

All tumours of the prostate unless
histologically classified as having a
Gleason score of 7 or above or having
progressed to at least clinical TNM
classification T2bNOMO.

Chronic lymphocytic leukaemia unless
histologically classified as having
progressed to at least Binet Stage A.

Any skin cancer (including cutaneous
lymphoma) other than malignant
melanoma that has been histologically
classified as having caused invasion
beyond the epidermis (outer layer of
skin).

All papillary thyroid tumours unless
having progressed to at least tumour
size T2 or histologically classified as
having caused invasion in the lymph
nodes or spread to distant organs.

Cardiomyopathy

A definite diagnosis by a consultant
cardiologist of cardiomyopathy causing
permanent impaired ventricular function such
that the ejection fraction is 35% or less for at
least six months when stabilised on therapy
advised by the consultant.

The diagnosis must also be:

e Evidenced by echocardiographic
abnormalities consistent with the diagnosis
of cardiomyopathy.

e Classified as Class Il under the New York
Heart Association (NYHA) functional
classification.

For the purposes of this condition, NYHA X)
Class lll classification of functional
capacity means:

¢ ‘a marked limitation of physical
activity of the person covered due to
symptoms of less than ordinary
activity causes fatigue, palpitations,
dyspnoea or angina pain. The person
covered is only comfortable at rest.’ Xi)

All other forms of heart disease, heart

enlargement and myocarditis are

specifically excluded.

Coma - resulting in permanent
symptoms

A state of unconsciousness with no reaction
to external stimuli or internal needs which:

e requires the use of life support systems for
a continuous period of at least 96 hours;
and

e results in permanent neurological deficit Xii)
with persisting clinical symptoms; and

e is not an artificial (medically induced) coma
for therapeutic reasons.

For the above definition the following is
not covered:

e coma secondary to alcohol, drug or
chemical abuse.

Coronary artery bypass grafts — with
surgery to divide the breastbone

The undergoing of surgery requiring median
sternotomy (surgery to divide the breastbone)
on the advice of a consultant cardiologist to
correct narrowing or blockage of one or
more coronary arteries with bypass grafts.

If you are included on an official waiting list
in a Specified Country, solely for coronary
artery bypass surgery, up to 20% of the
Critical lliness Sum Insured can be advanced
to enable the surgery to be performed.

If you are included on an official waiting list
in India solely for coronary artery bypass
surgery, the lower of 20% of the Critical
lllness Sum Insured or USD 15,000 (or
currency equivalent determined by us) can be
advanced to enable the surgery to be performed.

Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease - requiring
continuous assistance

The unequivocal diagnosis of Creutzfeldt-
Jakob disease, made by a consultant
neurologist, evidenced by a significant
reduction in mental and social functioning
such that continuous supervision or assistance
by a third party is required.

Deafness — permanent and irreversible

Permanent and irreversible loss of hearing to
the extent that the loss is greater than 95
decibels across all frequencies in the better
ear using a pure tone audiogram.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

e deliberate injury to the Life Insured by
a Policy Owner;

e intentional self-inflicted injury.

Dementia (including Alzheimer’s disease)
before age 65 - resulting in permanent
symptoms

A definite diagnosis before age 65 of
dementia or Alzheimer’s disease by a
consultant neurologist.

The diagnosis must confirm permanent
irreversible failure of brain function resulting
in significant cognitive impairment for which
no other recognisable cause has been
identified. Significant cognitive impairment
means a deterioration or loss of intellectual
capacity including the ability to:

* remember;
e reason; and

e perceive, understand, express and give
effect to ideas, that results in a
requirement for continual supervision to
protect the Life Insured or others.

For the above definition, the following is
not covered:

e dementia relating to alcohol, drug
abuse or AIDS.

Ductal Carcinoma in Situ (‘DCIS’) of the
Breast — with specific treatment (Partial
Payment)

We will pay the lower of 12.5% of the Critical
lliness Sum Insured shown in the Policy
Schedule (or any subsequent endorsement),
or USD 20,000 (or currency equivalent
determined by us), if the Life Insured is
diagnosed with a DCIS of the breast, which is
histologically confirmed, and as a result
requires total mastectomy, segmentectomy or
lumpectomy. The need for the procedure
must be confirmed by an oncologist or a
breast surgeon.

This Benefit is only payable once by the Policy
and after payment, the Critical lliness Sum
Insured and Life Cover Sum Insured will be
reduced by the amount of the payment for all
Lives Insured.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

¢ DCIS of the breast treated by other
methods

¢ |obular carcinoma in situ of the breast.

Encephalitis

A definite diagnosis of encephalitis by a
consultant neurologist resulting in permanent
neurological deficit with persisting clinical
symptoms.

For the above definition, the following
are not covered:

e chronic fatigue syndrome and myalgic
encephalomyelitis.

At the time of a
claim, we will take account of all your Zurich
policies that offer this Benefit and will only
pay one claim amount per Child.

The conditions covered under Children’s
Cancer Cover are as follows and share the
same definition as Cancer Cover:

The Sum Insured in respect of Critical lliness
Benefit/Cancer Cover and Life Cover are both
reduced by the amount of the claim for both
Lives Insured.

Where the Life Cover is reduced below the
maximum amount of Aeroplane Cover
allowed on the Policy, the Sum Insured in
respect of Aeroplane Cover will also be
reduced to match the reduced Sum Insured in
respect of Life Cover for both Lives Insured.
All of the remaining critical illness or cancer
conditions, not relevant to that Partial
Payment condition, are still valid and the
Policy continues with any Additional Benefits
unchanged for both Lives Insured, as long as
the Policy Value is greater than zero.

In respect of a Partial Payment claim, we will
either:

e fully fund the claim from the Policy Value,
where the Policy Value is greater than the
Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover before
the claim, or

® pay the claim without any deduction from
the Policy Value, where the Policy Value is
less than the difference between the Sum
Insured in respect of Life Cover before the
claim and the claim amount, or

e partly fund the claim from the Policy Value
by the amount by which the Policy Value
exceeds the Life Cover after the claim.

b) Critical lllness Benefit/Cancer Cover claim

In respect of a Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer
Cover claim for the full Sum Insured where
the Sums Insured in respect of Life Cover and
Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer Cover are equal
and the Policy does not end, we will either:

e fully fund the claim from the Policy Value,
where the Policy Value is greater than the
claim amount; or

In respect of a Partial Payment claim, we will
either:

e fully fund the claim from the Policy Value
attributable to the Life Insured making the
claim, where the Policy Value attributable
to the Life Insured making the claim is
greater than the Sum Insured in respect of
Life Cover before the claim for that Life
Insured, or

pay the claim without any deduction from
the Policy Value attributable to the Life
Insured making the claim, where the Policy
Value attributable to the Life Insured
making the claim is less than the difference
between the Sum Insured in respect of Life
Cover for that Life Insured before the claim,
and the claim amount, or

e partly fund the claim from the Policy Value
attributable to the Life Insured making the
claim by the amount by which the Policy
Value attributable to the Life Insured
making the claim exceeds the Sum Insured
in respect of Life Cover for that Life Insured
after the claim.
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b) Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer Cover claim

For each Life Insured, only one claim of this
type is payable. On payment of the claim, the
Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer Cover ends for
the relevant Life Insured making the claim.

Where the Sum Insured in respect of Life
Cover for the Life Insured making the claim is
greater than claim amount, the Sum Insured
in respect of Life Cover is reduced by the
amount of the claim for the Life Insured
making the claim. Where the reduced Life
Cover is less than the maximum amount of
Aeroplane Cover allowed on the Policy, the
Sum Insured in respect of Aeroplane Cover
will also be reduced to match the reduced
Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover for the
Life Insured making the claim. The Policy
continues with any Additional Benefits
unchanged for both Lives Insured as long as
the Policy Value is greater than zero.

In respect of a Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer
Cover claim for the full Sum Insured where

the Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover for
the Life Insured making the claim is greater

than the claim amount, we will either:

e fully fund the claim from the Policy Value
attributable to the Life Insured making the
claim, where the Policy Value attributable to
the Life Insured making the claim is greater
than the Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover
for that Life Insured before the claim, or

e pay the claim without any deduction from
the Policy Value attributable to the Life
Insured making the claim, where the Policy
Value attributable to the Life Insured making
the claim is less than the difference between
the Sum Insured in respect of Life Cover for
that Life Insured before the claim and the
claim amount, or

e partly fund the claim from the Policy Value
attributable to the Life Insured making the
claim by the amount by which the Policy
Value attributable to the Life Insured making
the claim exceeds the Sum Insured in respect
of Life Cover for that Life Insured after the
claim.

Where the Sum Insured in respect of Life
Cover for the Life Insured making the claim
and the claim amount are equal, the Life Cover
and Aeroplane Cover are completely removed
from the Policy for the Life Insured making the
claim. Where no Additional Benefits apply, or
where only Waiver of Premium Benefit applies
to the Policy for both or either of the Lives
insured and where there is no Policy Value,
the Policy ends. Where Additional Benefits
other than Waiver of Premium Benefit apply
to the Policy, the Policy can continue, but
without Life Cover, Aeroplane Cover and
Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer Cover for the
Life Insured making the claim, as long as the
Policy Value is greater than zero.

In respect of a Critical lllness Benefit/Cancer
Cover claim for the full Sum Insured where
the Sums Insured in respect of Life Cover and
Critical lliness Benefit/Cancer Cover for the
Life Insured making the claim are equal and
the Policy does not end, we will either:

e fully fund the claim from the Policy Value
attributable to the Life Insured making the
claim, where the Policy Value attributable
to the Life Insured making the claim is
greater than the claim amount; or

e use the entire Policy Value attributable to
the Life Insured making the claim towards
funding the claim, where the claim amount
is greater than the Policy Value attributable
to the Life Insured making the claim.

Joint life last death Policies

In the event of a second claim that pays the
Sum Insured in respect of Dismemberment
Benefit, Dismemberment Benefit ends for the
relevant Life Insured making the claim. The
Policy will end if there are no other Benefits
remaining for both Lives Insured, otherwise
the Policy and all remaining Benefits can
continue unchanged as long as the Policy
Value is greater than zero.
